An e mail had been received from Kent Police advising that the public can now report 
crimes and incidents as well as non-injury road traffic collisions online directly to 
www.kent.police.uk  They request that the PC promote this new option of contacting Kent 
Police with the wider parish. The PC therefore requested that a poster be forwarded to 
them which could be placed on the notice board, but had not received a reply.
