d) Questions from Public & Press		Resident asked for update on the future location of the parish office. Chair informed that it was an agenda item for this meeting

f) Items discussed
Parish Office		Chair’s briefing paper had been distributed and content acknowledged. Members discussed the options and implications of long term v short term location and all agreed that a long term site was preferable. Two options had been researched, a static office/meeting room unit and renting office space in Sutton Court (PCC owned). As a result proposal details received:

1. Mobile unit (Portakabin)	Quote for two sizes of unit received and tabled, both incorporating an office and linked meeting room unit. Units are relocatable and have re-sale value.

2. Rent office space in Sutton Court		PCC have responded that they are not willing to enter into such an agreement

Members thoroughly discussed all the permutations regarding the mobile office units and all agreed that one office unit was the preferred option. It was agreed there were 3 location options:
a) Burial ground
b) Parsonage Lane recreation ground
c) Chapelfields allotments
Chair proposed that all options be scoped for feasibility and costs and findings brought to asset sub committee meeting 15th August for final decision. (Cllr Burch)

Policies
Social Media Policy		This was approved by all and formally adopted. Cllrs Arnold & Mrs Maddison along with the Clerk to be registered administrators. 
Dispensation Policy		This was fully discussed along with the meaning of all the types of conflict of interest, pecuniary, prejudicial and bias. It was agreed by all that the deciding body to grant dispensations would be the full council. Members were informed of the role of the Clerk as Proper Officer to direct council, that if it is considered the wrong decision has been made and that reporting the whole council to the Monitoring Officer for breach is a possibility. Cllr Arnold asked if an individual member disagreed with the corporate decision regarding a dispensation, would they be included if the council as a whole were cited. Clerk advised that although that member could have their views minuted, the council is one body and all members would be collectively liable. Clerk reiterated the meaning of bias (ref DBC/NALC documentation) The Clerk explained the mechanisms of applying for dispensation and the prescribed timescale. The policy was adopted unanimously. 

Terms Of Reference (ToR)
The draft ToR for the Asset sub committee had been distributed and were agreed. Committee to meet 15th August 2019. The work plan/timescale for the major projects were also agreed.
ToRs and work plans for the other sub committees will be drawn up in similar format. Clerk to arrange a training session on the council budget for the finance sub committee members.
