	KA welcomed all present, and announced his intention to stand down both as Chairman and as a Councillor with immediate effect, although he agreed to continue in the latter role until replacement councillors are inducted.  He thanked the Clerk for his support and work during his 9-year  tenure, and alt councillors who had contributed over this period.
Ian Collis was elected as Chairman, on the proposal of BT, seconded KA, all in favour. The Chairman signed Acceptance of Office Form
Bob Trickey was elected Vice-Chairman, proposed IC, seconded KA all in favour
The minutes of the Annual Meeting held on 19th. May 2016, which had been agreed at the Parish Council meeting on 3rd. November 2016, were reviewed. There were no matters arising.
These documents are posted on the Parish Council Website, and hard copies distributed to Councillors. Standing Orders had been revised at the meeting on 3rd. August 2012, and a new Code of Conduct adopted at the same time. There had been no changes to either the Standing Orders or the Financial Regulations since last year’s meeting.
The inventory was found to be satisfactory. The Defibrillator installed last year is now included in the Inventory. 
Insurance cover with Came and Co is considered adequate for all insured risks. Efforts had been made at last renewal date to combine insurance with the Village Hall, which is now included in our Asset Register. Discussions with Came & Co resulted in a quote which showed no reduction on the combine totals of premiums, and, there being insufficient time to obtain alternatives, the status quo was adopted for the year, with a view to seeking several quotes prior to renewal this October.
(a) Annual Governance Statement​ This was adopted on the proposal of KA, seconded BT, and signed by the Chairman and Clerk

(b) Annual Statement of Accounts  The clerk reported that the internal audit of the accounts had been completed and found to be in order. The statement was adopted on the proposal of BobT, seconded KA, and signed by the Chairman and Clerk
Essendine PC does not currently pay membership fees to any other bodies. 

The policy forms part of Standing Orders, and stipulates that any enquiry from press/media should be directed to the Chairman, or in his absence to the Clerk.

A copy of the Risk Assessment register had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.The Clerk outlined the risk assessments currently in place, 
DW thanked KA for his work as Chairman and commented on the efficient manner in which the Council conducted its business. CP endorsed these sentiments.
LA had reported that there had been 10 reportable crimes within the village during the twelve months to 30th. March 2016. These included 3 burglaries (2 in the Industrial Estate), 1 criminal damage (bus stop) and 2 thefts from vehicles. Focus continues on hare coursing, and Rutland is combining operations with Lincs to combat..
