136/19 Planning 
(a) Applications Received:
WP/19/00534/FUL – proposed 4-bedroom detached two storey new dwelling on land between 36 and 44 Northampton Rd.  Demolition of an existing detached garage – land between 36 and 44 Northampton Rd
WP/19/00549/FUL – proposed two junior tennis courts at Earls Barton Tennis Club – Earls Barton Bowling Club Ltd, London End.
Eastern extension to the existing operational waste transfer station as well as the establishment of an additional car park to the south of the internal access road – Waste Transfer Station, Lower Ecton Lane, Northampton
Following discussion, it was resolved that no comments were required on the applications received.

137/19 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – no crime figure received.  The Clerk reported on the new policing model which sees the force split into North Northants and West Northants divisions.  It was resolved that the Clerk write to the Supt of the North Northants division to ask for the reinstatement of crime figures.
(b) Joint Action Group Meeting – 11 September – a report was provided on the JAG meeting.  The next meeting will be held on 6 November.
(c) Shoplifting – it was noted that this was raised by a member of the public who was not in attendance. Should they contact the PC again, they will be invited to a future meeting.

138/19 Sports and Leisure Development 
(a) Update on The Grange Sports Field development – it was noted that some technical amendments are needed on the planning application has been submitted by EBPC. This will result in a delay to the decision being made.  Approval has been given to a bat tree climbing survey, as required for planning.  DWH have been contacted regarding the outline application that was approved in 2014 but has now expired.  The first trustees meeting of Earls Barton Sport and Community Trust has been held.
(b) Update on Pioneer Sports Field – the application for funding has been submitted to the Football Foundation.

139/19 Finance
(a) ½ Year Bank Reconciliation – it was resolved to approve the bank reconciliation to 30 September 2019.
(b) Allotments – it was resolved to remove further asbestos from the allotment, to create a policy to monitor any asbestos left on site, and to contact all allotment holders with advice on how to manage asbestos on site, which is currently safe, and to ensure that no further asbestos is brought on site.
(c) Projects – it was noted that the posts and railings behind the church and the sign post on The Square will be repainted shortly.
(d) Review of electricity costs – as full quotes had not been received, it was resolved to defer this matter to the next meeting.

140/19 Events
(a) Soap Box Derby – a report was given on the event.  Thanks were expressed to all involved in the event which was a great success.
(b) Fireworks 2019 – the event will take place on 9 November.  It was noted that marshals and volunteers are needed.  It was resolved to provide a float for the event, and to reduce the firework order in order to keep within budget.
(c) Xmas Lights – a tree has been sourced for The Square.  It was resolved that this would be put up on 7th December, with Dobbs and Bond being asked to provide the lighting.
 
141/19 DWH Employment Land 
The Clerk updated members on the response received from DWH, which will be forwarded to the member of the public who raised the query.

142/19 2020 Meeting Dates
Due to Parish Council elections being scheduled for Thursday 7th May 2020, it was resolved to move the May meeting to Monday 18th May.

143/19 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Parking on Berry Close green area – it was resolved to suspend Standing Orders for this item to allow a member of the public to speak.  Following discussion, it was resolved that the Parish Council will consult with residents of Berry Close over the parking issue.  Should there be support, a licence will be applied for from Northamptonshire County Council to plant shrubs and/or trees on the green.
(b) Parking in New Barton – concerns were raised regarding wheelie bins, fly-tipping and parking in the twelve foots.  It was noted that this area is the responsibility of NCC.  Wheelie bins and fly-tipping should be reported to Norse.  Parking should be reported to the police should it be causing an obstruction.
(c) Alley from Dowthorpe End to Sheffield Way – update – there have been few responses to the consultation through Barton Today.  It was resolved that the Clerk write to the local resident with concerns to ask for more details of the problems being experienced.
(d) Trees in Manor House Close car park – concerns to be referred to Greatwell Homes.
(e) Repairs to retaining wall on The Square – to be referred to NCC.
(f) Blocked drains – to be referred to NCC.
(g) Tree Planting – it was resolved that Cllr B Chapman lead on acquiring trees for the village, with the intention of involving the village school in their planting.
(h) Bus Stop Doddington Road – it was noted that residents still want a bus shelter provided.  So far, EBPC has been unable to secure funding for the shelter.  However, it was resolved that the Clerk continue to look for funding opportunities.
