Parish Partnership update


Bus Stop Lynn Road. The council are awaiting specifications for the bus stop from Highways. This needs to be submitted by the 10th December 2021 if the council wish to bid for the Parish Partnership monies. 
There followed a brief conversation on whether Highways were the only option to install the bus stop. It was suggested to put in the bid now but to explore other options to install.
It was agreed with 1 abstention, to put in the bid to the Parish Partnership but to explore other options to install.
7. Correspondence or Information

7.1    General
a) Weekly correspondence – it was noted that the weekly correspondence had been circulated to Councillors via the Dropbox link.
b) Swaffham Heritage
 A request had been received from the Museum to keep the connecting door between the Town Council and Museum closed.
It was agreed to keep the connecting door between the Town Council and Museum closed on the proviso that the Fire Emergency & Evacuation Policy (FEEP) is reviewed and shared by the Museum, to address any emergency access, fire alarm and other issues.
c) Swaffham Cultural Consortium request for archaeological dig at ‘Campingland’
A request had been received from the Museum to hold an archaeological dig looking for ‘an 18th Century building in the centre of Campingland, Artefacts from medieval to modern eras and Saxon artefacts which might indicate a settlement. The request was welcomed by the councillors and it was suggested to support and assist in any way required.
It was agreed for the request to hold an archaeological dig at ‘Campingland’ and to support and assist in any way required.
d) TSB Closure
To note only that notification had come via a 3rd party. The TSB themselves did not contact the Town Council direct. Councillors are given the opportunity of making any comments and agreeing a response both to the Local Press and to the TSB. No comments were proposed.
7.05pm The meeting was adjourned to allow a member of the public to speak.

Accommodation and support strategy to help victims and survivors of domestic abuse

A new strategy to help victim-survivors of domestic abuse was adopted by the County Council’s

cabinet on 6 December.

This new strategy outlines how Norfolk County Council will work with the victim-survivors, District

Councils and other key stakeholders, to provide support in safe accommodation for adults and

children. We will all work together to ensure that victim-survivors living in Norfolk are supported to

remain safe at home or access alternative safe accommodation if they wish.

Strong multi-agency partnership working is key to achieving this approach, to ensure that we are

able to meet the needs of those that are victim-survivors.

Norfolk has a duty to help victim-survivors and this strategy sets out five key aims:

 Increase the amount and flexibility of safe accommodation

 Improve engagement with victim-survivors of domestic abuse

 Improve the quality of support and safe accommodation

 Support children in safe accommodation

 Improve intelligence of domestic abuse especially for men, children and people 75+

Plan to tackle adult social care's winter pressures

Norfolk Adult Social Services face a level of unprecedented challenge in 2021/22 as a result of the

pandemic, with national and local workforce shortages, rising demand in hospitals and the

community and the continued infection risk posed by COVID-19 as well as other recurring

respiratory viruses such as flu.”

Adult Social Services received 20,279 calls for support between April and October this year – an

increase of 9,400 over four years.

Action being taken by the Council includes:

 Expanding action to support people at home or, where appropriate, in short term residential

settings

 Stepping up the council’s care recruitment campaign, to tackle staff shortages

 Providing wrap-around support for care settings

 Providing assistive technology, with 100 video phones sent out to homes

 Improving capacity in the Norfolk First Response service

 Supporting mental health services, with three new step down services

Ambitious blueprint for county approved

An ambitious blueprint to make our great county even better has been unveiled by the County

Council.

Better Together for Norfolk charts the county council’s priorities over the next five years, to guide

how it will work with partners to boost the economy, protect the environment, help people live

healthy and fulfilling lives and support communities.

We have a once-in-a-generation opportunity to seize the prospects for long-term change now, so

that we can grow our economy to build a stronger, greener, fairer, more inclusive and more

sustainable future for Norfolk.

Monthly Update December 2021 

Ward Issues 

£500.00 funding towards Christmas Market 

Firstly, I was delighted Cllr Ed Colman and I were able to secure funding of £500.00 towards the Swaffham Town Council Christmas market weekend, I asked the council Leader Cllr Sam Chapman -Allen to come over and visits on Saturday and we visited local businesses and some market trader. The event seemed to be very well received by most businesses and trader and local residents and visitors enjoyed the event – well done to all involved. 

Breckland Reindeer Trail supporting local businesses 

You will have seen the publicity regarding the reindeer trail - Father Christmas' reindeer are lost across Breckland and he needs everyone's help to find them by Christmas Eve! Follow the Breckland Reindeer Trail around the district's five market towns and find the reindeer hidden in local high street shops. As a thank you for helping Father Christmas get ready for the big day, shoppers could be in the running to win a big prize. 

The Breckland Reindeer Trail launches on 27 November and will see Father Christmas' reindeer hiding in high street shops in Attleborough, Dereham, Swaffham, Thetford and Watton. 

Historic England to deliver the Swaffham High Street Heritage Action Zone 

You will have seen the ongoing news regarding the HSHAZ - Breckland working in partnership with Historic England to deliver the Swaffham High Street Heritage Action Zone, which will see a range of projects rolled out to protect the historic high street and look at how it could be further enhanced for residents and visitors in the future. 
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The programme was originally announced in 2019 after Historic England agreed to invest £380k in the town, with a further £200k ring-fenced by Breckland. 

The HSHAZ is a key delivery element to plans in Swaffham and is designed to enhance and compliment the planning environment. Having now moved to full-delivery, the project is progressing well with key highlights including: 

The cultural consortium is up and running as part of the cultural programme organising and preparing for Carter 22 which involves loads of events to engage the community. 

Building improvements – we have the first project within this starting with a survey and minor repairs of the Assembly Rooms scheduled for beginning of January. 

Conservation area – on track. We are due to receive the first draft of the conservation area appraisal before Christmas for internal review and comment. 

Masterplan – the architects’ stage 1 report was issued internally for review and comment which detailed the history of Swaffham and started to outline opportunities. The consultants Urban Symbiotics are also meeting local businesses in town currently for engagement sessions, and discussions on the town before holding a stall at the Christmas market. 

£98k of Green Community Grants announced 

Breckland has announced that 30 projects will share in over £98k of funding from our Green Community Grants fund. 

The fund was set up to support communities in Breckland to take action for themselves. The aim is to promote environmental sustainability, create positive behavioural change in response to climate change, and encourage communities to take positive action. The fund can also support school projects which encourage pupils to take action for the environment. 

It was great news that Heratwood CE VC Primary and Nursery School, Swaffham received £3,000.00 towards their project 

Local Plan 

New Local Plan Update & Single Policy Review 

I was disappointed to see misleading information being circulated regarding the Breckland Council Local Plan, I would encourage you to watch the YouTube of the Cabinet meeting of 15th November. 

At its meeting of the Cabinet on 15 November 2021 Breckland Council resolved to commence an update of its Local Plan, as well as a partial review of Policy INF03. This means: 

A substantial update of the whole local plan will be concluded by Q4 2027, which is required because of updates requested by the inspector at the last review, and to ensure we continue to have effective and robust tools in place to guide development up to 2041 
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Simultaneously a technical exercise (a single policy review of policy INO3) will have been concluded by Q1 2023 to help ensure the weight of current policies whilst the substantial update is being concluded 

A timeline was agreed by Cabinet which included a call for sites in Q1 2022; more details will be shared with Swaffham Town Council as they are developed – particularly around opportunities to shape and engage and respond to the stages of consultation 

As part of its commitment to undertake a far-reaching and robust process, Breckland Council has agreed to meet the additional resource requirements for this new exercise 

This approach strikes a reasonable compromise between pace and deliverability and is set to see the plan reviewed in a timely manner, without needing to curtail public engagement and scrutiny. Consideration was also given to the impact on the public purse as attempting to deliver a comprehensive review of a Local Plan in under six years would require additional resources, significant extra financing at the expense of other services, and would still not likely be achievable. 

Whilst there have been some queries and concerns about whether this process will make development harder to manage in the intervening period it is important to note that a Local Plan does not automatically become out-of-date after five years and whether individual policies in a plan are out-of-date (subject to several exceptions) is a matter of planning judgment. 

Planning Performance & Activity 

For the year up to date (6th December 2021) the Planning Service has received the following number of planning applications: 

• Major applications – 65 

• Minor applications – 602 

• Prior approval etc – 233 

• Discharge of Conditions – 306 

• Others – 835 

This was a total of 2,041 applications received to date in 2021. 

In terms of decision making we determined the following applications within the same timeframe: 

• Major applications – 55 

• Minors – 565 

• Others – 603 

• Discharge of Conditions – 287 

• Householder applications – 619 

This gives a total determined of 2,129 applications within this calendar year to date. 

From January 2021 the service received a total of 26 appeals of which 7 were allowed. 
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Future Breckland: Thriving People & Places 

The Future Breckland programme will be feeding into the Local Plan review, as a significant undertaking in gathering intelligence and insight. It will also a key role in helping ensure there are viable, and strategically valuable, projects being in and Swaffham to meet future needs and opportunities. 

The consultant team are currently concluding their review of evidence and feedback and preparing their recommended draft report which will be available for consultation and feedback over the New Year. A meeting is being scheduled in January to allow Swaffham Town Councillors to feedback their views on the consultants work as part of this. 

It is intended that all the Town Plans, alongside a District-wide set of interventions, will have been developed and consulted upon for agreement and adoption by April 2022. However, as soon as we have agreed priorities in Swaffham there will be nothing to curtail work commencing where shared priorities and resources exist, immediately.
