Issues to raise with Breckland DC – air pollution
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Data: may we have the data that backs BDC’s claim that in Swaffham’s AQMA, readings of NO2 have fallen below the legal threshold of 40? What are the readings in the period from 2017 (latest on website) to the present day?
· For how long a period has this decrease been observed? Are the readings volatile, ie do they fluctuate between 40, above and below? 
· Has the system for measuring NO2 remained identical throughout the period since the AQMA was declared? 
· What is the formal position of the AQ action plan now? Will measuring continue so as to establish the reliability of the data?
· Does BDC attribute the reduction below 40 principally to traffic light changes at the George Hotel crossroads? By how much have the lights been varied, and what is the evidence to prove the correlation?
· What measurements are being taken of air pollution in Mangate Street and the top of the market place as a result of adjusting the traffic lights?
· BDC has referred to information on a video about walking and cycling as being contributory factors to the fall in pollution. What evidence demonstrates the link between this initiative and the reduction in NO2?
· BDC has also claimed that the revised parking system in Swaffham has contributed to cleaner air; how is this possible when the new system was introduced after the announcement of a reduction in NO2?
· What account is BDC taking of the concentration of housing to the east of the town that will increase traffic flows to the crossroads and to Station Street?
· What is the status of the promised portable pollution measuring equipment? How soon will it be in operation in Swaffham? Will TAEC be consulted on the locations at which the equipment is used?
· What are BDC’s plans for monitoring air pollution in areas of Swaffham outside the AQMA, for example at schools, school routes, mini roundabouts etc?
· As part of its strategy, the TAEC intends to follow up the various suggestions in Breckland’s own AQ action plan. Can we expect support from BDC in doing so?
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
