“George Herbert Searson was called up for the War from Manor Farm, where the Hoggard’s now live. He was drafted to France in the infantry and became an Officer’s batman.
 Having gone through the War unscathed, he returned to the family farm at Kirton and immediately found things had changed. His brother, Bert, never returned from active service, or rather only returned to Kirton to be buried and his father George, lived only a few short years afterwards. Herbert, as he was known locally, took over the reins of the holding, becoming a familiar local figure and carried on in this capacity for the next sixty years or so.
