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MINUTES OF CAYTHORPE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

117/26 To receive and accept apologies.
Cllr Kerry sent his apologies before the meeting.

118/26 To receive and note declarations of interest.
None.

119/26 To accept the Minutes from the last Parish Council meeting
Minutes of the last meeting on 15th January were accepted as an accurate record and signed by the Chair.

120/26	Time allocated for District County Councillor Roger Jackson
Cllr Jackson was not in attendance.

121/26 Village maintenance and Highways
Cllr Newbury commented that the big Spring Clean wasn’t organised this year.  She thinks Caythorpe have some litter-picking equipment in the shed.  Cllr Freeman suggested the village organise their own day next year, maybe for late February next year.  He suggested having a coordinated bulb planting and litter picking day in late autumn.  

Cllrs didn’t feel that speeding was too bad at the moment in the village, but might get worse as summer comes.  

Cllr Ravenscroft is happy to install the Moot plaque on the bridge.  ACTION: Cllr Ravenscroft to take a picture of a location for the plaque and share it.  Cllrs Freeman and Ravenscroft will install noticeboard.

122/26	To receive monthly defibrillator report 
NC reported that the defibrillator application with BHF had been turned down, so if Caythorpe wanted another in the village it would have to be paid for.  The Old Vol have agreed that one could be sited on the corner that faces Lowdham and that they would support the PC in raising funds if needed.  Cllr Freeman suggested that we could work with the Old Vol and fundraise for a new defib.  NC reported that bleed kits have been approved and will be added to defib boxes once they arrive.  ACTION: NC to write to Old Vol and ask whether they are prepared to help fundraise for a defib and the PC will match fund.

123/26	Planning

25/02027/FULM|5 new football pitches, Pavilion, Stable Block, Pole Barn, Cycle shelter, EV charging point, Net stop boundary fencing and associated car parking.|Land Off Caythorpe Road Caythorpe: Objections made, comments sent in.  Planning meeting has been requested and PC are awaiting to hear a date.  The PC will be able to speak at the meeting, as well as objectors and proponents.  Any objectors would need to put together their views and elect a person to speak to represent their views.  It was suggested that they may need to hire a planning consultant to represent and speak on their behalf.  ACTION: NC to write a letter explaining what any objectors need to do and that the PC will be giving their own comments.

b. Decisions: None at the time of writing agenda

c. Update on enforcement action – NC wrote to the enforcement officers for an update but has not received a response.  ACTION: She will chase again and cc in Cllr Jackson too.

124/26 Finances
a. Payments and note receipts: Clerk pay for February, March and April NOTED.  Noticeboard fee (£348), Hugofox invoice (£179.86), fence repair (£1289), garden maintenance (£1280), dog bin emptying (£179.40) NOTED.  Moot plaque (£85) APPROVED
b. Bank reconciliation APPROVED. Balance of 31/3/26 is £15189.02
c. To engage internal auditor for AGAR. APPROVED
d. It was resolved to add Cllr Freeman to the bank authorisation.

125/26 Trusteeship
NC has been in contact with Jodi from RCAN who has sent over a report detailing next steps and guidance.  RCAN have said that the Village Hall doesn’t require a valuation for the land registration, so NC will contact Nelson’s again to progress this.  Jodi has said that further support from RCAN would come with a fee of £30 per hour or £240 per day.  The PC are currently acting as Custodian Trustees and this would be the plan to continue, with a separate management committee.  ACTION: NC to instruct Nelson’s to go ahead with land registry.

126/26 Village Hall accounts
NC circulated the Village Hall accounts, which had been prepared by the Village Hall Committee, before the meeting.  These were signed and accepted by the PC.

127/26 Flood storage
NC submitted the flood resilience grant application for the storage shed, but it is currently on hold as there are no flood wardens in place.  Cllr Kerry and his wife have offered to take up the responsibility if no-one else steps forward.  NC has asked the Flood Team whether the application will then be valid and can progress.

128/26 Open meeting
Jo Freeman from the Village Hall Committee attended and discussed the Village Hall presentation for the Open Meeting.  It was decided that the format for that meeting should be a call for volunteers for the committee to keep the Village Hall running.  She said that she has had a number of volunteers who have agreed to help with fire safety, Legionnaire’s etc.  This is looking much more positive.  There is still a Treasurer in place, but positions of Chair, Bookings and Secretary need to be filled.  Jo would like to take on the Secretary position.  Cllr Newbury said there are a couple of software programmes which could help with bookings.  Promotion and Marketing for the Village Hall is still needed.  In order to apply for many grants, it will need to be shown that the hall is in regular use.  The ultimate goal would be for the hall to be demolished and rebuilt, but this is a long-term goal and it needs to be able to keep running in the meantime while fundraising is taking place.  

Jo proposed that there will be a meeting before the Open Meeting to see what roles volunteers want to do, and then the Open Meeting will be used to fill the remainder of the roles.  There will need to be a separate fundraising team to work on design and rebuild.  Jo has designed a logo to put on all the communications. At the Open Meeting Jo will talk about the events, money raised, regular bookings and improvements/upgrades which have taken place this year. Potential future events will be discussed.  

Cllr Freeman suggested that the agenda for the annual meeting needs to include how the precept will be spent, what is needed for the Village Hall and the presentation about the Village Hall Committee.  Cllr Newbury suggested speaking to the Church for an update.  The potential rebuild for the Village Hall should be mentioned and gauge interest and feelings of villagers.

129/26 Noticeboards
NC asked whether the PC would like to have draft minutes (once approved via email) on the noticeboards to ensure that the information is more up-to-date.  This is what Gunthorpe PC currently do.  It was resolved to do this in future.

130/26 Health and Safety and Risk assessment policies
Policies APPROVED.  NC to add to the website.

131/26 Correspondence
NC circulated all correspondence before the meeting and no further action required.
