Matters raised by Members
· Members noted the Brakenside road sign had been repaired.
· The fence by the Western By-Pass was still down.
· Members commented on the need for further signage on the GNR advising 30mph as satnav details appeared to still indicate 40mph.
· The Clerk commented on the Forum meeting for City Parish Councils hosted by NALC. Notes of the meeting were to be circulated.
· Members noted that Openreach were not having to damage the footpaths during their current installation work.
· The Manhole cover adjacent to the Three Mile Hotel was still not sorted.
· Concern was expressed regarding the highway break-up of the GNR between Gosforth Park and Melton/Brunton Park.
· The Community Centre was now fully operational.
· The bollard at the Northbound entrance to Melton Park had been flattened.
· The Arden Avenue sign had been knocked over. Members agreed a list of signs needing repair or replacement was required.
· Slurry was entering the Ouseburn near the Western By-Pass bridges.
· Trees were being planted along the Western By-Pass.
· Members noted that the City Council were looking into providing a dropped curb in Milford Gardens to assist a wheelchair user as part of their “low traffic neighbourhood plan”. Members were unsure of what the plan meant.
· The Chair proposed the recognition of letter pickers and other community champions. Members agreed that a certificate/award process be developed.
· The Community Centre was seeking new members for their 500 Club.
