The Council agreed to use the responses that the Parish Council had formulated at 18th November 2020 and 10th March extraordinary meetings to form the basis of Ospringe Parish Council’s final response to the Local Plan Review.

The Chairman asked councillors whether there had been any developments since the Council had previously met to discuss the Local Plan to alter any previous views, bearing in mind that the council’s response would be based on views formulated at the previous meetings.  The Area of Opportunity at Teynham was highlighted.  Aside of this, the council’s views would be as previously expressed.
