1. ANNUAL REPORT FROM SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR
	Councillor Coleman had circulated a report prior to the meeting. Over the past year Councillor Coleman has been involved in planning issues, notably the proposal by the National Trust to develop an Outdoor Hub at Atcham. Discussions are continuing to try and resolve many of the concerns particularly the danger around the accident blackspot Norton Crossroads being the biggest concern. Highways at Shropshire Council has acknowledged that there is a need for a collision reduction scheme which will be included in the Council’s Local Transport Grant capital programme. The scheme will include the introduction of a reduced speed limit, improvements to the existing warning and directional signage, a review of the existing road markings and options for coordinating any refreshment/changes to the road markings as part of any planned resurfacing works. The scheme is currently included in Shropshire Council’s provisional capital programme for delivery in the 2026/27 financial year.
 
1. ANNUAL REPORT OF THE PARISH COUNCIL 2024-25
	The Chairman’s Report on the activity of the Parish Council was circulated prior to the meeting. As well representing local resident’s views on the National Trust Outdoor Hub, the Council has had Advisory Speed Road signs installed on the Ironbridge Road (B4380). These signs will work alongside the vehicle activated road signs and help reinforce the message to drivers to reduce their speed, particularly when approaching junctions. This is part of the Parish Councils efforts to try and make local roads safer.
