1.16. Welcome and Public Session.
The Chairman opened the meeting extending a Happy New Year to all.  There being no issues to raise by the two members of the public present the Chairman invited Cpl Jamie Lamb to update the Parish Council on potential projects with the RAF. The Corporal informed members that the 19th & 20th March 2016 had been allocated for between ten to twelve RAF trainees to undertake community projects within the Parish. The priority was set for the works at the Glebe field. If wet, some alternatives have been suggested. Internal painting at Wistanswick Institute and work with Dutton Close Residents Associate. The Clerk would contact other organisations across the Parish to see if other projects could come forward. There being no other business the Chairman closed the Public Session and in doing so thanked Cpl Jamie Lamb for attending.

7.16. Highway Maintenance
The Chairman and Vice Chairman agreed to regularly monitoring the outstanding list of highway repairs and report back to the Parish Council on progress. Concerns were raised in connection with the following roads to add to the list:
1. Warrant Road to Rosehill Road and Newcote.
2. Rosehill Road ‘flood’.
3. (Off) Yew Tree Lane un-adopted.
4. Ollerton Lodge to Peplow track.

8/16. Financial Matters: 

1. Payments & Income: The Bank reconciliation and payments for approvals (set out below) were tabled, agreed and are held on the minute book file.
2. Budget: The budget papers and potential likely precept had been re-worked and were re-tabled for member’s consideration. After an extensive debate it was moved by Cllr R Wright and seconded by Cllr Mrs S Birchall and unanimously agreed to increase the precept to £13,000 for 16/17 and curtail S137 grants to £50 for local groups within the Parish. 9/16. Planning Issues:  
1. Ollerton Lodge: 15/04785/FUL garage/office and change of use from agricultural to garden land. The applicant has deferred the application.
2. Broomefield enforcement cause: static caravan turned to swimming pool, need to report.
3. Hurst Lane Childs Ercall: concerns expressed, although in a neighbouring Parish about the state of the site.

10/16. Correspondence.

None received. 
11/16. Parish Matters and Actions.
1. Neighbourhood Plan update: Survey of local business is going well. The next group meeting will review progress and invite the email contact list of Parishioners to an update meeting on progress so far.
2. Hodnet Medical Practice: Some key developments in terms of a practice participation group, plus a briefing on the Hospice in terms of compassionate communities, supporting people out of hospital, linking with volunteers to prevent isolation and loneliness. 
3. Gates for the Cemetery Site: Cllr K Newby agreed to contact HMP Stoke Heath in terms of gates for the cemetery site and Cllr D Moore will undertake to cut the grass and hedge.
4. ‘Old’ Greenvale Site: Concerns are still being expressed in terms of the site and the activity without any planning permissions or a notice of a proper licence for the activity underway. The issue to be raised again with Shropshire Planning Enforcement.
5. Mobile homes: Concerns were raised about the steady ‘appearance’ of mobile homes within property boundaries across the Parish. Agreed the issue needs to be tackled through the emerging Neighbourhood Plan.
6. Allotments: A positive response to the recent Newsletter article advertising the idea of allotments. Agreed to look at potential ‘garden’ share schemes with a pilot offered within Eaton upon Tern. 
7. Bus Route 341/342: This service linking Wellington, the PR Hospital and Market Drayton to settlements within the Parish is under threat/review. The Parish Council agreed to contact the Portfolio Holder for Transport at Shropshire to establish the facts in terms of the service and its future.
8. Free Trees: The consignment of fifty six trees had arrived at Wem for collection, this to be arranged through Cllr K Newby.
9. Warrant Road Travellers Site: Reference was made to the three year temporary permission for the travellers site in Warrant Road. Members were directed to contact Mark Southern within enforcement at Shropshire who can be reached on mark.southern@shropshire.gov.uk, with any outstanding concerns.
10. Rural Services: Members express concerns over the grant settlement for rural areas and how Shropshire appeared to be adversely affected. The Parish Council unanimously agreed that the Chairman raise these concerns in a letter to the local Member of Parliament Owen Patterson MP
