2920.   Matters Arising: See Clerk's Report. The Clerk also added that she had heard that an investigation has been carried out into the cause of the flooding outside the Antique Shop. Apparently the drainage pipes have been severely damaged.  The whole area has been marked up for repair.

To consider the results of the Site Submissions Consultation:  After a full discussion it was agreed that Clerk write to ABC saying that we welcomed the consultation which was carried out with our assistance and that we look forward to the next stage. We have noted that the consensus of opinion is similar to that of the Parish Council in that only a small development of  local needs housing is required, reinforcing the earlier survey results.

To consider the purchase of an external defibrillator heated case:  Cllr Rivers had circulated details on a case which could be sited in the porch of the Village Hall if the Village Hall Management Committee was agreeable.  Cllr Thom thought it would be.  He will find out the cost of wiring it in.  Money is being raised in the village for a defibrillator which will then be donated to the Parish Council so that one can be purchased.  Once this has been done Councillors agreed that the Parish Council would purchase the case at a cost of £395 plus VAT.

To consider further the proposed purchase of an extension to the Cemetery:  The Clerk had received a letter asking that we put forward an offer.  After a full discussion it was agreed that the Clerk reply confirming that if a purchase price can be agreed then the piece of land being considered would be required although a slight change to the shape would be preferable. It is difficult to make an offer with the information which has been given.

The Chairman asked that Cllrs check it regularly and let Cllr Thom know if any alterations are required.  Cllr Thom was thanked for all the work he has put into improving it.
