207/23.01 Grounds meeting 6th November, report and proposals   

The following report was presented:

1. Orchard Gardens - Dixons have reported they are to start as soon as weather improves.

2. Seats:

· Coop – to discuss lighting.

Propose to speak with manager to ask if a light could be linked to their system and the council will purchase one.

· The wood seats in the town have been repaired/repainted. The clerk has asked Alan Robson to look at the three wooden bus shelters and undertake any work required. A seat on The Fairhill was not on the list of seats and so was missed. Alan has been asked to repaint that one and it will be added to the list. 

A mention for Alan will be included in the Newsletter for the Haltwhistle Herald.

3. NCC Weeding – to suggest areas in the town to add to the weeding contract. Members to look round town and draw up list of areas needing weeded.

4. There are two empty planters in front of hospital, by the telephone box. It has been suggested that blackcurrant/red gooseberry bushes be planted there. Ritemix will donate some compost and perhaps the plants and the community service workers will plant them up.

5. The clerk has asked NCC if they have performed the test on the sample of decking on the Blue Bridge to stop it being slippy.

6. NCC will ask for Zebra crossing at Coop to be re-painted. The LTP has not been decided upon as yet.

7. Edens Lawn footpath is being monitored by NCC.

8. Tree at hospital car park is being monitored but is ok at the moment.

9. Burn footpath has been inspected and NCC have no concerns. Any issues with the bank are down to the landowner.

10. Boat Lane - the gulley under the bridge is in need of cleaning as the water is beginning to stand.

11. Tom Evans has cut the hedges and grass at the Burn Field, the hedges at Hadrian’s Rise and the hedge around Westlands play area.

12. The bins outside the hospital have been ordered. NCC said they would remove the old ones and fit the new ones but have not provided a price as yet. The clerk will chase that.

13. Litter Pick – Sunday 19th November.
207/23.02 Wetpour contractor appointment-Proposal to suspend standing orders for this item. 

The original quote requests for the wetpour prices for 3 individual sections was sent out to 3 companies and only 2 responded and gave a price. Members agreed to accept the quote from Abacus and, after consideration of the budget, it was agreed to have all 3 areas replaced at the same time. This took the quote over the £15k threshold. 

Standing Orders are to be suspended so members can approve the contract for £17,700 with Abacus for the replacement of wetpour.
