44/15.Minutes of meeting held on 6 May 2015
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of Stockton Parish Council held on Wednesday 6th May 2015 be confirmed and signed by the Chairman.
45/15. Apologies for Absence.

47/15. Insurance Policy
The Clerk reported that she had contacted AON as requested that they review their renewal quote. A revised premium of £398.70 was offered against the initial quote of £562.76 – a reduction of £164.67- but this was still greater than the premium quote from Zurich of £330.07 (on an annual review.)
RESOLVED- the insurance policy for Stockton Parish Council has been moved to Zurich Municipal Insurance and a payment of £330.07 made for the annual premium.
48/15.Condition of the B4176 Rabbit Run from Astol Crossroads to Crowgreaves.
Councillors discussed the poor condition of the road surface and the resurfacing works carried out on the B4176 whilst it was closed earlier in the year. Councillor Ward reported that a sign stating there would be road closures between July and August 2015 had been posted on Astol Lane.
RESOLVED. The Clerk is to contact Shropshire Council to ascertain if and when any repairs and resurfacing will take place on B4176 and to report the dangerous condition of the present surface.
49/5. Road repairs on Cheswardine Lane.
Councillors reported that the road surface on Cheswardine Lane was in general in good condition however there is a large pot hole on the left hand side of the lane at the junction to A442. Concerns were raised regarding the reduced road width at this point due to growth of the hedge belonging to Cherry Tree House.

RESOLVED-the Clerk is requested to write to Mr Plimmer of Cherry Tree House to recommend that for safety the width of the hedge is reduced and to ascertain from Shropshire Highways current procedures and restrictions. 

50/15 Litter Bin for Jubilee Play Park
The Clerk tabled information from several supplierson external litter bins. Prior to the meeting web site links to these suppliers had been forwarded via email to Councillors for their attention. The Clerk tabled the Playsafety Ltd ROSPA inspection report which had arrived after the agenda for this meeting had been posted. The report had been forwarded to Councillors by email on 26 June. One of its recommendations was for the provision of a litter bin. Councillors briefly discussed the contents of the report.
RESOLVED- The Glasdon Topsy Litter bin 2000 is to be ordered in Dark Green with a metal liner and a non keyed lock. The price of this bin including a weighted base and delivery is £129 plus VAT. The ROSPA report is to carried forward to the next meeting however in the interim the Clerk is requested to obtain details of Risk Assessments for the Jubilee Play Park.
51/15Installation of Fibre Optics in Stockton Parish
No information is available as to the actual date that the improvements will become live however work has been carried out in Norton Village during the past few weeks.
