Meeting commenced at 14.00 hrs
Chairman Welcome and Introductions 

Present:  Mike Roocroft (MR) (Chair); Tom Wycherley(TW); Mrs Lorraine Ward (LW). Sue Thomas (Community Enablement Officer) (ST). The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting.
Apologies and Minutes: Paul Jones - unwell Absence approved. Previous minutes – approved.
Agenda Share
MR took the chair and outlined the contents of the Agenda for the meeting.
Action Points.

The meeting with Mr A Cooper would not now be held on 16th January as the SALC meeting had been re-scheduled for 20th February. ST would now look at Mr Cooper’s diary and report back with some suggested dates. Ideally the date should be between 23rd January and the end of February. The meeting would present an opportunity to obtain an update of SAMDev.
As there is a possibility of an election in May councillors must be aware of the need not ‘to promote themselves’ during the six weeks prior to any election (PURDAH).
Mapping Review.
A discussion took place regarding the boundary map and any proposed development. ST stated that we should show on the plan at the public drop-in-session a boundary and refer to it in the key as ‘Proposed Development Boundary’. She added that it was important to look at previous development in the parish, details of which she had been supplied, and for the village not to lose its character. 
ST had also provided demographic information to the Committee. It was noted that Grinshill was classed as Countryside in the SAMDev.
SAMDev
ST advised that the Consultation Review starts on 23rd January for a period of 6 weeks. She also stated that as much information as possible should be given by the parish to the planners to show where development is likely to be accepted and how Grinshill would grow and retain its character. She did not consider that a second questionnaire should be prepared as it was more work and we had issued a detailed questionnaire in 2014/2015. A further questionnaire was back-tracking/not necessary.
Public Consultation Timetable
The fliers had been prepared and were placed in envelopes for dispatch by the subcommittee, each member being allocated an area. The fliers would be delivered on Saturday 7th January.
It was agreed that the previous Questionnaire would be prepared for the Drop-in Session. For the benefit of the parish the Questionnaire would be increased in size sufficient to show what was said and agreed at that time.
