Minutes of the Meeting of the Council - Wednesday 7th January 2026 at 19:00

1. Apologies and approval of absences: Cllr Jarred welcomed everyone present and thanked them for attending the meeting. 
Cllr Jarred on behalf of the Parish Council expressed sadness to learn of the passing of David Luckhurst who contributed immensely to the village of Nonington as well as being at centre of the village cricket club. Keith Luckhurst (vice-chair of Nonington Cricket) thanked the kind words from the Parish Council on behalf of David Luckhurst and his family.

3. Minutes of previous meetings: The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 3rd December 2025 was approved as true a record, proposed by Cllr Vurley, seconded by Cllr Plumptre Signed by the Chairperson.

4. Review of Previous Action Points:  
· Pond/Play Area; KCC with respect to pond to be checked and review with camera survey (suspect blocked/silted drainage) AP 2025/09_3 Cllr Jarred still pursuing
· Pond – KCC to put camera down drain and check for damage (drains believed to be damaged under decking) and Cllr Jarred to gain quotes for remedial works.
· Play Area – PC still searching for contractors for repair of surface and faulty equipment, looking at expanding to multi-functional sports area
· Trees – Parish Council still chasing for suitable contractors to identify and make safe dangerous trees
· Website -  Cllr Delf mentioned current website is not fit for purpose and outlined offering from Aubergine; 1st year £499+vat includes full setup and files data transferred over, 2nd year £299+vat. Cllr Delf and Cllr Jarred to have meeting tomorrow with Aubergine. 
Aubergine have completed Clerk’s exam hence are familiar with Parish Councils requirements and appear very supportive with data migration and setup process. The councillors voted unanimously in favour of proceeding with aubergine with view of being transitioned within 2 months. AP 2025/11_1
· SID Camera – Clerk awaiting correct number to relay to supplier from Cllr Williams. AP 2025/12_1
· Salt bins – Council had closed all cases but appears not 100% resolved. Still no actions taken to resolve, Cllr Porter to chase further and report back. Additionally Cllr Porter to discuss gritters, which roads are included within the gritting plan.

· Road calming status, was mentioned seen in other villages rumble strips with solar powered lighting. AP 2026/01_1 Cllr Jarred to raise issue with Lausanne
· Road sweeping, when is it scheduled? This is because appears lot of debris along pavements and roads locally. AP 2026/01_2 Cllr Porter and Cllr Jarred to enquire in meeting with Highways.
· Litter pick, does nonington have similar option to Aylesham? AP 2026/01_3 Cllr Jarred to ask DDC, and reminded that Annual “Green Day” clears larger items for collection by DDC.
· New bus service #92, is there a chance of a poster on the noticeboards? Clerk informed details are already on PC website. AP 2026/01_4 Cllr Jarred to place copies on village noticeboards.
