	The audience
	Audience members are required to read the Artsreach Covid-19 guidelines online, as part of the on-line ticket booking process, and not to attend if they have any symptoms of Coronavirus.

	Audience members will be offered a full refund for cancellation if they are suffering with symptoms of Coronavirus.

	Stewards
	On arrival, there will be stewards to ensure that there are safe distancing measures in place at the entrance / exit, in the audience area and at the toilets.
	Signs indicating social distancing measures to be clearly displayed.

	All
	If the performance is in the car park, the car park will not be available for car parking.
	In this case, all cars must park in Sandford Orcas' streets.

	All
	All performers, stewards and audience members will be temperature-checked upon arrival. Any failing the temperature check will be refused admission.
	

	All
	At any queue, social distancing must be maintained and a one way system will be implemented.
	Use of signs and volunteer stewards will assist with this.  Hazard tape to mark the one way system.

	Audience
	All tickets will be prepaid online to eliminate the use of cash and to force the audience to read the Artsreach covid-19 guidelines.  Contact details for Track and Trace of audiences will be kept by Artsreach as part of the online booking process.
	Visitors to give their names to the box office steward on arrival, which will be checked off on list.

	All
	Limited capacity and booking encouraged in ‘bubbles’ of no more than six persons.
	Audience limited to 30.

	All
	2-metre socially-distanced seating arrangements, in groups of no more than six persons.
	Audience will be directed to their ‘space’, which will be clearly marked ahead of the performance.

	Audience
	Visitors will be instructed at the box office that: 
1.  They must remain where they have been seated.
2. There will be no interval. 
3. If the performance is outdoors, all aged 11+ to wear a mask when passing other people if they need to get up during the performance, e.g. to use the toilet.
4. If the performance is indoors, all aged 11+ to wear a mask at all times.
5. To sanitise their hands at the box office.
	Each visitor will be given notes at the box office of all of these requirements.

	All
	This is a relaxed performance and therefore visitors will be able to leave their seats to access the toilet facilities at any point. They will be told which route to take for this in order to preserve social distancing.

	Volunteer stewards will be alert to visitors wanting to access toilets and advise the best route.  They will be requested to wear a face mask when moving to access the toilet.

	Interaction between performers and audience
	Audience members will be seated a minimum of three metres from speaking performers.
	Volunteer stewards to ensure the audience maintain this distance.

	Performer interaction with staff/volunteers at get-in/out
	Staff, performers and volunteer steward from different households must maintain social distancing at all times. Two metres where possible, 1 metre with other measures.
	All must take responsibility for this.

	Performers and stewards
	Any performer or volunteer steward who feels unwell must stay at home: if they have symptoms of Covid19 they must follow the current NHS advice.
	

	Stewards
	Volunteer stewards will be provided with washable face coverings/visors. These must be washed after every day at work.
	Stewards to return the visors to a staff member of Artsreach who will ensure these are thoroughly cleaned.

	Equipment and furniture used by visitors and stewards for the event must be thoroughly cleaned after each performance.

	Toilets will be cleaned between each show. 

	Designated steward to ensure the toilets are cleaned thoroughly.
Steward/Promoter to ensure handwashing signs are displayed and hand sanitising stations are set up at the toilets and box office area ahead of the performance.
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
