273.     Local Green Space Designation

	d)  The map for Policy F6 would be altered.

	e)   Policy F7 - The History Group would be approached and invited to 	identify any further examples of local distinctive design features and 	materials.

	f)  Policy F11 would be deleted.

	g)  Policy F12 would highlight the LCC Adult Social Care Accommodation 	Strategy.

h) Shire Homes, High Street - After a long and at times fractious discussion over the allocation of the High Street site for the development of Fleckney Plaza and mixed use development it was agreed by a vote 3 for, 1 against and 1 abstention that in view of the comments from the consultation and recognising the Parish Council, in its response to the latest amended plans, considered this site provided much needed improvements and enhancements to the village centre, the Steering Committee were agreed to allocate the whole of the Shire Homes development off  High Street as a mixed use development.
