


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Tuesday 30th September 2025 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs I Penny, S Penny and Trevennor, Mr Barry Jordan, Cornwall Cllr Mark Burnett, Mrs Kaye Horwell of Otterham Parish Council and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor.

25/20        Apologies: from Cllr Senior, who is unwell. No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
25/21	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 14th May 2025, having been circulated before the meeting, were agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman. Matters arising: Cllr Trevennor had proposed looking into the possibility of naming the unnamed road which is the main thoroughfare in Marshgate, but a Cornwall Council officer had suggested this might cause quite a few problems, including postcode changes, the need for legal searches for any original name and confusion for delivery men. He therefore felt the idea should be abandoned.

25/22	Planning
a) General matters relating to planning. None arising.

25/23	Finance
a) The financial statement had been circulated among the councillors, and was approved, and signed by the Chairman. 
b) Authorisation of payments: chq 027 for £288.68 was issued for the uncontested election recharges from the election on 1st May. Cheque 028 for £324.31 was issued for the clerk’s remuneration. The council was in receipt of a request for funding from Cornwall Air Ambulance; after some discussion it was decided this should be given consideration at the next Annual Meeting.
c) CIL status. The amount of CIL funding remaining is £2,924.15, which must be spent by 2027. The clerk pointed out that the parish noticeboard in Tresparrett is in a very poor condition and badly needs replacing: Cllr Langley thought it was 30 years old!  The councillors instructed the clerk to look into the cost of replacing it with something more modern and durable.

25/24	Traffic and speeding. The council considered two photographs displaying suggested sites for a flashing traffic sign in Fore Street, Marshgate, and agreed on the second option, that recommended by the Highways Department. 
	Some discussion took place about the problem of traffic speeding through the village – a few months ago the sign at the eastern end of the village had recorded a vehicle coming past it, from the village, at 107mph! It was felt the dragon’s teeth markings the Highways department has agreed to install would be useful, but not necessarily a complete answer. The change from 30mph to 20mph at the western end seems to cause problems as drivers speed up when they hit the second sign. Mr Jordan suggested that, with approval from Cornwall Council, it would be possible to create our own road-narrowing chicanes, perhaps with flower containers, perhaps using CIL funding. The clerk mentioned that the bottom panel of the eastern signal is not working. Mr Jordan said he has tried to mend it.

25/25	Correspondence had been mostly forwarded before the meeting. The clerk had received a letter – from herself! – on behalf of Mowesi Marshgate, who adopted the obsolete telephone kiosk in Tresparrett a few years ago and have turned it into a book swap. A few months ago the bottom window in the door was broken, and the WI are concerned that the weather might damage the books and jigsaws in the kiosk. The councillors instructed the clerk to look into having it repaired.

25/26	The Triangle Green. The picnic bench purchased with CIL funding had been installed on the green and looks very good. A small opening ceremony had been held and a report sent to local media.

25/27	Reports. Cllr Langley reported that the hall continues to do well, with the groups, including the bowling and table tennis groups, thriving. The hall has been booked for a number of funerals, and the large TV screen has been used for displays.
An event had been held in the hall on Saturday for Otterham Church, which had gone well. Happy Crafters are going well, and have booked their annual Christmas Bazaar for 22nd November, which will be in aid of hearing dogs for the deaf. Mrs Trevennor reported that the Mowesi are doing well, with 19 members, and a recent triumph at the Royal Cornwall Show, where they came third in the county WI co-operative class, winning two Best in Show trophies.

25/28	AOB: Cllr Horwell, from Otterham Parish Council, had attended to request help with the defibrillator, which is kept outside Marshgate Shop. There had been an incident where a gentleman had possibly required the device, but it was found to have flat batteries. Mrs Horwell wondered whether anyone more local could take on the regular inspection of the device, which needs batteries and pads replaced at intervals. Mr Jordan said he could do this. He will also try to arrange for a technician from South West Ambulance Services to visit and give a demonstration on how to use the device, or Cllr Trevennor suggested he might supply a video if no one can attend in person.
	Cllr Burnett gave a report on Cornwall Council matters, including the budget development committee, of which he is a member. The Council is dealing with a large projected deficit, due to such factors as social care and special educational needs and the lowering of support from central government, and a 4.99% rise in council tax is likely. He also spoke of a footpaths survey to be carried out, the Local Plan for the period from 2030, on which work has begun, and local transport. 
	Cornwall Council have introduced a facility whereby schoolchildren entitled to free school meals will receive them automatically, rather than their parents having to apply for them. 
	Cllr S Penny said the rerouting of the bus service through Marshgate has caused difficulties for some local people: some are obliged to walk to the bus stop at Tresparrett Posts, a distance of a mile, to catch the bus. She had collected 200 signatures on a petition for the restoration of the service, but had been advised the council would need 250 signatures before considering this. She is therefore collecting signatures again.
