Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting

War Memorials Trust  It was agreed the Clerk contact Mrs Robinson to ascertain the status of the War Memorial Trust application that Cllr Robinson was working on.

Transparency Code  The Chair reported that he and the Clerk had bought equipment from Yarm Computers totalling £945.92, with £157.65 VAT to be reclaimed.  The Clerk is attempting to source 1 to 1 training in the use of the new systems as Yarm Computers do not provide training.  The Chair will provide the Cllrs with a storyboard of hours completed by the Clerk for the Website etc since July 2015. 

Yarm Social Charitable Trust  The PC is now in receipt of the cheque for £10,000 from the charitable trust.  Thanks go to Cllr Woodward for her efforts in securing the award.  Cllr Woodward reported that several volunteers had come forward offering help with the landscaping at the entrance to the Village but that a landscaping design is required.  Cllr Bainbridge reported the Village Hall Committee is to pay for the installation and any initial survey required for the proposed projector and ancillary equipment.  

Parish Plans and Surveys  Cllr Bivens will invite Francis Bainbridge to the following meeting to give a presentation on what is required and how to go about it.

Ethical Standards  The contents of the letter received were noted.

Matters Arising

Cllr Robinson  Following Cllr Robinson’s accident the Chair proposed the PC continue as is and record the motion that he continues to be a member of this Council, the motion was unanimously agreed and carried.

Financial Matters

Bank Account  The money held in the bank is now made up of 3 parts, the Clerk will keep separate records for each:

PC General Fund £520.29 (05.04.18), Transparency Fund £3,647.46 (05.04.18) and Yarm Charitable Trust fund £10,000 (13.04.18).
