TREE PLANTING ON VILLAGE GREEN
The PC will be planting a lime tree on the green to celebrate Her Majesty the Queen’s 90th birthday and to perpetuate the history of the limes around the green.
The tree has been kindly donated by Kent Heritage Trees which is part of The Conservation Volunteers, the community volunteering charity.
The Kent Heritage Trees project is a 5 year Heritage Lottery Funded Project that has involved hundreds of people of all ages from across the region in an education and activity programme focused on Kent’ rich stock of heritage trees. The project has also recorder over 10,000 heritage trees across the county.

Volunteers from the project will be digging a large hole to plant the tree on the western side of the green opposite the former public house called the Highwayman and the 5m tall lime will be planted at approximately 11.30am on Tuesday 15th March.

Parish Council members hope to be joined by a representative from the Kent men of Trees, our tree warden David Jolley, the gardening society and children from the primary school, and there is a possibility that the Mayor of Tunbridge Wells may also  attend.

Refreshments will be served once the planting has taken place, so please come and join us if you around on that morning.
