The Chair asked if item 18/79 e) could be moved to Exclusive to Public and Press after discussion had taken place regarding the library.  It was resolved to move this item to Exclusive to Public and Press.  The Chair also reminded Councillors of Standing Orders regarding the rules of debate.

Public participation

Concern was raised regarding horses being allowed to train on the Wollaston Road recreation ground, the damage they were causing to the grass and who would be responsible should an accident occur.  Public were informed that the police were aware and the item would be discussed during the meeting.
Police Report – This was circulated to councillors and updated during meeting noting that several sheds had been broken into.
JAG meeting – the Chair has attended the last JAG meeting where fly tipping was a concern. It was noted that an individual had been prosecuted even though they had employed someone to remove the waste that had been tipped.  It was also noted that a cyclist had been seen monitoring properties when empty.
The police were due to attend the next PC meeting in January 2019 and councillors were asked to submit any questions to the Clerk relating to policing issues that could be forwarded to them in preparation of the meeting.
It was agreed that a letter be sent to the Home Secretary regarding the lack of police presence in the rural areas as officers had been reduced from 9 to 4 and the lack of funding available.
