Minutes of Parish Council meeting held in the Baxter Hall on 
Tuesday 19th January 2016 at 8pm.

19. Apologies of Absence.  Apologies were received from Cllrs J Harris, M Busby and PCSO Baker.  District Cllr R Wiseman was not present
20. Declarations of Interest.  None declared.
21. Minutes.  The minutes of the Parish Council Meeting on 17th November 2015 having been previously circulated, were approved and signed as a correct record. 
22. Planning. The attached planning details were agreed by all as being seen since the last meeting.
23. Cold Caller Initiative.  The clerk had found some useful information and printable signs on www.Moneysavingexpert.com and it was agreed to put the relevant information and link on the village website under the Parish Council page.
24. North Devon Records Office.  Cllr Wiseman was unable to advise on the county funding situation so it was agreed to raise this again at the next meeting.
25. Wild West Net. The grant of £300 has been received under the Transparency Regulations to fund the internet installation, and a cheque was raised against the invoice (chq no. 310 signed by Cllrs Fisher and Hunkin).  The Clerk is to liaise with Cllr Busby regarding the installation.
26. Tesco Grants. The Graveyard is not eligible to apply for this scheme but the Cricket Club have been successful in obtaining a grant for £4,700 for new site screens.
27. Parish Website. It was agreed that Councillors contact details, along with Minutes of all meetings (draft until approved), current agendas, dates of all meetings and information that is relevant for the Parish Notice Board will in future be put on the village website on the Parish Council page.
28. Play Area.  Cllr Jeffs is to contact RoSPA to delay the annual inspection and pay the invoice for £1006.50, for work done by L Tremellen which needs to be paid out of the Play Area account.
29. No 4 The Square.  Cllr Busby has obtained a means of communication with the current owner, and it is recommended that the Parish Council write detailing their concerns.  The Clerk is to write a letter.
30. Installation of Parking Sign. It was decided not to install the sign at the present as the vehicle is no longer being parked on Council land.  The situation is to be monitored.
31. Caravan on Syncocks Land. The Clerk was able to advise that an Enforcement Officer is recommending that an Enforcement Notice is issued for all sheds and rubbish to be removed from the agricultural land, and that the caravan cannot be there permanently.
32. Devon Remembers Heritage Project. Cllr Fisher apologised that she was unable to attend the recent event.
33. Signpost at Bury Cross. The Highways Agency have stated that they are unable to fund the cost of replacing the finger boards and the Clerk has requested guidelines/ recommendations so that the Council could look into the possibility of replacing them.  The question of responsibility was raised and the Clerk will ask the Highways Agency for guidance on this also.
34. The Queen’s 90th Birthday Beacons 21st April 2016. The Council decided that it was not possible to participate in this celebration owing to financial constraints.
35. Councillors Reports
a) Baxter Hall.  As Cllrs Harris and Busby were not at the meeting there was no report.
b) Play Area.  Cllr Jeffs reported that she had attended a site visit with Costal Recycling to assess the area.  Of the £18,000 grant applied for, only £7,450 was awarded which will go towards the £19,000 required to replace the ground cover and swings. TK Play’s quote was accepted by the Council.  Some remedial work needs to be completed before they can start work: the bagging up of the old ground cover and jet washing the play structure.  Barry Jeffs and Ian Fisher have volunteered but more volunteers are needed.  The Lottery Fund have agreed that money awarded for play equipment can be used for the ground cover and have extended the date to use the money until June 2016.
c) Recreation Ground. Cllr Kelsey advised that 65 tickets have been sold for the upcoming Burn’s Night and there will be 24 musicians in the orchestra.  Lyn is cooking game casserole and traditional haggis.  The Recreation Ground was very saturated after the recent wet weather. Concern was expressed that Clinton Forestry have yet to replace fencing and gates following the recent clear felling adjacent to the ground.  Cottles have not been able to put the sheep in, as the ground is too wet but have cut the hedges.  There will be a Sports Day on 11th June and the Fete will be in mid July.  It is hoped to have the Hatherleigh Ukulele band playing.
d) TAAG Meeting.  Cllr Fisher apologised that she was unable to attend.
e) District Councillor.  No report available.
f) Police Report.  PCSO Baker asked that the Crimes and Logs for the past 4 months be read out.  There were no reported crimes, 2 logs of missing persons, 1 highway obstruction (clipped overhead cable) and 1 abandoned call.

36. Financial Report. 

a) The clerk advised that there was £13,451.73 in the current account of which £10,884.92 is for the play area, and £773.32 In the Business Reserve Account.  It was confirmed that the current signatories for both accounts are Cllrs Fisher, Hunkin and the Clerk.  Cllr Harris has the forms to be added to this list.
b) It was agreed to pay the Clerks expenses of £41.00 which included travel to the recent clerk’s course in South Molton. (chq no. 311 signed by Cllrs Fisher and Hunkin.)
