063/16 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/15/00704/LBC – re-painting of the existing door in white paint & new sign (non-illuminated) – 39A The Square – Miss G Celia, Pink Rose Beauty  
WP/16/00145/FUL – erection of replacement garage – 21 Dowthorpe Hill – Mr A Macdonald
WP/16/00163/FUL – erection of 1no detached dwelling & new detached garage – land adj to 33 Doddington Rd – Mr Shane Scrivener, SS Developments (Northampton) Ltd
WP/16/00178/FUL – proposed two storey side extension forming kitchen and utility room with master bedroom to first floor – 39 Wilson Way – Mr A Barker
Following discussion, it was agreed that no comment was required on the applications received.

064/16 Finance & Projects 
(a) Evergreens Grant – following discussion, it was resolved that the full grant of £1500.00 be issued this year, but Evergreens be advised that this will be reviewed in future years.

065/16 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – PCSO Hurst was unable to attend. The Clerk advised that 18 offences were reported in March.  
(b) Crime and Disorder Reduction Grant to help reduce speeding offences – the Clerk was asked to investigate whether the PC can apply for a grant for bollards outside the school and for the proposed zebra crossing on Station Road.

066/16 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – Cllr Wells advised that the first meeting of the Project Management Team was held on 4 April.  The Terms of Reference for the Team still needs to be approved.  The team will investigate what other community groups will be interested in using the new facility.  By including other groups, this will open up funding opportunities, but expectations need to be managed.  The timeline for the project is restricted at present as further information is needed from DWH regarding their build schedule.  A funding co-ordinator has been appointed and a funding committee will be created to deal with fundraising.  Cllr Morrall thanked the members of the Team for their hard work.

067/16 Earls Barton Carnival 
Cllrs Morrison and Rice updated the members on progress with the Carnival.  Sponsorship has been hard to come by, but many local businesses are supporting the event.  More sponsorship is needed, but it was felt that this could be built on for future years.  Cllrs Bond and Perkins agreed to judge the parade entries.

068/16 Allotments
A quote for CCTV at the allotments was discussed.  It was felt that the camera would be more beneficial if it could be moved to other areas of the village, if required.  This item was deferred to May to allow Cllr Dodds to look into licensing required and how easy it would be to move the camera, as required.

069/16 Earls Barton War Memorial
It was noted that the War Memorial has now been designated a Grade 2 listed monument.

070/16 Queen’s 90th Birthday Celebratory Service 
An invitation to the service on Sunday 12 June was extended to the Parish Councillors.

071/16 Parish Council Youth Member
Following a request from a young local resident to attend Parish Council meetings to discuss youth issues with the members, it was resolved that she be asked to attend future meetings as a member of the public. In the meantime, the Clerk will look into whether there would be a possibility of creating a post for a youth member, all be in without voting rights due to being under the age of 18.

072/16 South Northampton Council – Planning Policy Consultation
As this has no bearing on our area, the details of the consultation were noted.

073/16 Local Council Expo 2016 
It was agreed that Cllrs Dodd and Wells and the Clerk attend the event.

074/16 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Downgrading of Clay Lane – It was agreed that the Clerk arrange the necessary barrier, taking into account relevant anti-tamper measures and the need for an enclosed lock.  
(b) Land off Aggate Way – NCC has advised that options for the land are still being explored and will update the Parish Council in due course.  
(c) Dog Bins – it was agreed that a dog bin be installed at the Wellingborough Road end of the Piece,with consideration being given to installing more dog bins in the future.
(d) Flood Investigation Report for The Square – the findings of the report were noted.  It was agreed that blocked gulleys around the village should continue to be reported to NCC Street Doctor.
(e) Powerline Tree Cutting – permission has been granted for the work to be carried out at Pioneer Sports Field.
(f) Cemetery Gates – the Clerk was asked to look into the possibility of using Community Payback to refurbish the gates to the A4500.
(g) Cemetery Bins - the Clerk was asked to look into the provision of bins in the Cemetery and the possibility of a composting bin.
(h) Request for Traffic Regulations at the junction of Clarke Court and Doddington Road – Clerk to pass request to NCC Highways.
(i) Temporary Closure of Footpath TC17 – the Clerk to write to NCC objecting to this prolonged closure of the Nene Valley Way and suggesting that a rerouting would be the most effective action to be taken by NCC, as the issues that have arisen due to the installation of a bridge by the new marina are beyond the control of the developers.
(j) Condition of Manor Close Gate Pillars and Wall – a letter to be sent to Wellingborough Homes and the Borough Council of Wellingborough asking for repair works to be carried out as a matter of urgency.
(k) Request to use “Palmer” in future road names – the request to use the name in memory of Joyce and Maurice Palmer was approved by the Parish Council.
(l) Park Street Car Park – CONFIDENTIAL – the public and press were asked to leave the meeting during consideration of this item in accordance with section 100A of the Local Government Act 1972, on the grounds that it involves the likely disclosure of exempt information of the description shown in Part 1 of Schedule 12A to the Act.
