Norton Lane. As this is on private property SBC will not remove it.  This has now been cleared by Legal & General. This is an ongoing problem and the PC have requested that they plant a hedgerow to meet up with the existing along Norton Lane to eliminate the problem
Mr. Hugh Boucher had carried out works to the soakaway in Provender Lane. However, the fences and drains are still in need of attention as due to this problem Provender Lane is still flooding. The PC have received complaints regarding this problem.
