· D Day 80.    Key Updates:
· Ticketing.  Now on sale electronically and aper tickets available from the Royal Oak, Convenience Store, Charlton Lakes Café and at the church. 
· Insurance.  JS would look at best option for Insurance; single event or Annual and arrange.
· Finance.  A PC grant had been received of £500 (£1000 for CVCD).  CW would now raise grant requests for TVBC and HCC for both D Day and CVCD. 
· Staging.  Illusion Events had agreed to provide a stage, set up and dismantle for free.  They would also provide a bar. A Contract had been received. CW would now contact The Lights to thank them for their loan offer and to inform them it was no longer needed.

· Identification of serving personnel and veterans.  A QR code asking veterans to make themselves known has been included on the D Day Poster.  This QR code will be advertised widely after Easter in the hope of identifying a group who want to participate in the event.  Unity sarah.gisbourne@unityonline has copy of the poster and will advertise it. CW would contact Unity to see how they would wish to be involved.
· Brownies/Guides. EG not present so need to confirm how the uniformed Guides and Brownies could be involved in the Act of Commemoration as part of the Beacon lighting. 
· The Tribute. As part of the Act of Commemoration the Tribute – attached – will be read out. Details of speakers TBC.
· TM confirmed the SSAFA stall will be manned by local SSAFA volunteers.  CW offered to assist with dressing for the stall, obtaining publicity and awareness material and some SSAFA merchandise.
· Security.  Highlighted as key.  A list of security staff is being prepared.  The Event Manual covers the procedures to be adopted. 
· Catering.  There will be a S&J burger van and Illusion Events will provide a Bar selling beer, wine and soft drinks.  Nidge’s Pizza will also attend as will Buzzin’ Bees coffee wagon and a Doughnut vendor.  Details to be included in TVBC Event Form 2.
· The Army Flying Museum would provide a Stall manned by Andrew Bulpitt (Trustee of AFM) and Chair of the Saxon Fields Community Association.
· AE has made contact with a re-enactment group who could attend. Details are being finalised but likely to be a Logistics unit with an equipment display.   They will require fuel expenses.  They will be asked to send a Risk Assessment. Action AE
· DB confirmed he will be able to provide serving personnel and search equipment including an Explosives robot. A search area of about 10x5m would be set up using bales and the public will be able to ‘try their hand’.  JS would order 20 bales to be delivered on 6 June. A risk assessment will be required and will be included in the Event Risk Register. Action DB
· Preparing the Beacon.  JS will remove the village sign on the Beacon will be removed to protect paintwork.  CW would request 3 pallets from a local source.  DB has volunteered to help with cutting up.  
· Posters.  Posters have been circulated on social media and Notice Boards.  Copies also in the Pub and Convenience Store and with Unity (Bus Station) TBC.  More advertising after Easter.
· Banners.   2 banners had been purchased and put up in the park.  CW to check when we have slot at Beech Hurst publicity site and arrange for a banner to be put up.
