CONSTITUTION AND RULES

NAME AND PREMISES
The Club shall be calied RUSHMOOR INDOOR BOWLING CLUB.
ADDRESS

FARNBOROUGH RECREATION CENTRE, FARNBOROUGH, HANTS
GU14 7LA.

OBJECTS

The objecis of the Club shall be, in conjunciion with the Recrreation
Centre, o promole and further the game of Bowls and Social Activifies
between members and mambers of other clubs with similar interests; and
fo play the game in accordance with the Laws of the Game goveming
Indoor Bowis as formulated by the Workd Indoor Bowls Council.

AFFILIATION

The Club shall ba regisiered in due form with the English Indoor Bowling
Association, the English Women's Indoor Bowling Associalion, the
Hampshire indoor Bowls Association and the Hampshire Women's Indoor
Bowling Association, and shall conduct its affairs in accordance with the
Constitufion and Rules of these bodiss.

MEMBERSHIP

Membership shall be open ¢ all, independenily of their membership of any
ofher Club. Membership of the Recreation cenire shall be a preprequisite
of membearship of the Club, and the appropriate fees must be paid
annually as they fall due. The rules of conduct of the Recreation Cenire
and the Club, 2as may be in force or nofified from time i time, shall be
observed. Any member wilfully damaging property or contenis belonging
to either ie Cenfre or the Club shall make good the same Io the
safisfaction of the Officers of the respective section.

OFFICERS
6.1. The Officers of the Club shall consist of the President, Vice-President,

Chairman, Secrefary, Assisiant Secrefary, Treasurer, Assistant
Treasurer, League Secraiary, Match Secretary, Men's Compedition
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Secratary, Ladies' Compelition Secretary, Captain, Vice-Captain,
Men's Counly Representative, Ladies' County Representative and
Senior Grean Steward.

6.2. The President shali in alternate years be a man then a lady, and so
oh. When the President is a lady the Vice-President shall be a man,
anx vice versa. The man shall perform the duties of Men's President
and the lady the duties of Ladies’ President.

6.3. The Secreiary may be a man or a lady, and the Assistant Secretary
shall be of the opposite gender. The man shall ba the Man's
Secratary for tha purpose of communication with the man's national
and county associations, and similardy for the lady and the ladies’
national and county associations.

6.4. The Captain may be a lady or a man, and the Vice-Captain shall
normaily be of the opposite gender.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

7.1. The Executive Commitiee shall consist of the Club Officers, fogether
with 2 men and 2 ladies duly elected at the AGM, and 2
representatives of Centre Management.

7.2. The Committee shail meet at least 4 times from Sepiember to April. 9
mambers shall constitute a quorum.

7.3. The Executive Commitiee shall have the power to co-opt additional
members.

SUB-COMMITTEES

8.1. The Executive Commitiee shall delegate some of the day-to-day
runining of tha Club to Sub-Commitiees constituted as follows:-
{a)y Competition Sub-Commitiee
The 2 Compedition Secretfaries plus 3 others.
{b} Selection Sub-Committees
Friendlies - By arrangement between the Captain and
Vice-Caplain,
Men's Compelitive Teams - Captain/Vice-Captain plus 4 men.
Ladies’ Competitive Teams - Captain/Vice-Captain plus 4
ladies.
{¢) League Sub-Committee
Leaque Secratary plus 4 others.
{g) Finance Sub-Commitiee
Chairman, Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, Secretary and
Assistant Secretary.
{8) Emergency Sub-Commitiee
President, Vice-President, Chairman, Secratary and Treasurer.
8.2, The quorum for all Sub-Commitiees shail be 3 members present.
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8.3. The Sub-Committees shall be appointed by the Executive Commities.
ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

9.1. The Annual General Meeling shall be held in the week following the
terminabion of the season. It shall recsive the reporis of the
Exsculive Commitlee and the provisicnal accounts for the cument
season. H shall consider proposilions and proposals for alteration to
the Rules, and shall elsct Officers and other members of the
Executiva Commitlee with the exceplion of the representalives of
Cenire Management.

9.2. Mot less than 28 days befere the mesting, the Secretary shali notify
members of the dale by means of a notice on the Club Notice Board
in the Bowls Hall. The nofice shall alse invile members 1o:-

{a) nominate candidates for office on a sheet provided for that
purpcse.

{b) make any prepositions, including amer<iments to Rules, by not
later than 14 days before the daie of the mesting.

9.3 All nominafions shall be duly seconded, and also signed by the
candidaies fo signify their willingness to stand. Only nominations
made by this procedure will normally be accepled. The only
excepiion to be allowed will be in the case that there is nomination by
the date of the meefing, in which case nominations will be accepted
from the fioor.

9.4 Naot less than 7 days before the meeting, the Secratary shall post on
the Club Nofice Board the full agenda, inciuding details of all
propositions, duly seconded.

9.5. A quorum shall consist of 75 members present at the meeting, not
including members of the Execufive Commitiee. If the quorum is not
reached, a second date shall be arranged for the mseting. If, at the
second meeling meeling the quorum is stll not reachad, tha
members of the Execulive Commitiee present shall have the power
to decide whether or not to proceed with the meeting.

9.6. All voting on propositions and amandments fo the Rules shall be by
show of hands. So also will voling for election of Officers and
Commitiee, unless otherwise requesied by any one member present.

SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

A Special General Meeling shall be cailed by the Execufive Commitise
within 21 days of a wriften request signed by not less than 15 members,
staling the nalure of the business they wish fo discuss. Notica of the
agenda shall be posted on the Club Nofice Beard at least 7 days prior to
the dale of the meeting. Quorum requirements shall be the same as for an
Annual General Meeting.




11. AUTUMN GENERAL MEETING

A meeting of members shal be held in the week prior o the first waek of
each season. The purpose of the meeting shall ba to help new members
to find league places, fo receive reports as determined by the Executive
Commitlee, io deal with matlers outstanding from the Annual Genaral
Meating, to presaent trophies to the League and Compelition winners and
runners up from the previous season and to receive the audited accounts
from the previous season.

12. FINANCE

12.1. All matters affecting the income and expenditure of the Ciub shail ba
controfled by the Executive Commitiea.

12.2. The financial year of the Club shall end on the last day of tha
season, and provisional accounts up lo this date shall be presented
o the Annual General Meeting. Final audited accounts shall be
presentad for approval at the Autumn General Meeting.

13. REWARD FOR SERVICES

Any person may be nominated by the Executive Commitiee, on an annuai
basis, for reward for services to the Club. Such nomination{s) shall be
submitted to the Annual General Meeting for approval.

14. ALTERATIONS TO RULES

A rule may only be altered or rescinded by a resolution passed by at least
twa thirds of the members present and voling at either an Annual Genaeral
Mesaling or a Spacial General Meeting called for that purpose. Notice of
the proposition shall be duly given in accordance with the rules laid down
for the Annual General Meeting.

15. PUBLICATION OF CONSTITUTICN AND RULES

The Constitution and Rules of tha Club shall be exhibited on the Ciub
Notice Board, and shall be published in the Club Handbook.

RULES OF PLAY

CONDUCT -

All Members will observe, at ail times, rules of conduct and play that are
displayed.

NOTICES -

Ali notices placed on the notice board during the season shail be deemed
sufficient infimation fo all members.

DRESS -

All players must wear smooth rubber soled helal-less foolwear and will
wear white above and grey below the waist with the excepbon of Club
Maiches when all whiles will be worn. Men will wear Club ties for friendly
maiches. Ladies may wear Club colours, as approved by their Commiltee,
for league games and their own Club maiches.

COMPLAINTS -

Compilaints shall be sent in wrifing to the Hon. Executive Secretary for the
Commitiee’s considaration.

HOURS OF PLAY -

Details of session times and matches will be shown on the Ciub notice
board and published on a fixiure card of league and maich progammes.

CONTROL OF PLAY -

The Green Steward will ensure that green fess are paid on issue of malch
card. Ha will alsc re-allocate any available rinks.

Non-members will be accepted lo fake part in sessions upon paymen! of
the required green fes fo ihe Green Sieward, but will not be permitted 1o
play in preference to members, when sufficiant members are wishing to
play. Non-members will only be allowed two visits in anv ocne month during
Club time.




During Ladies’ sessions, Ladies will have completa priority of green
occupation, but should thera be insufficient ladies present, they may either
include medn in their rinks, or any availabla rinks may be occupied by men.
During Men's sessions, a similar arrangement for the ladies will prevail.
Mixed games may be arranged.

LEAGUE RULES:

Any parson playing in the league must be a member of the Famborough
Recreation Centre and the Bowling Club.

In all isagues each team shall have at least & playing members, who shall
bae registered on the form provided for that purpose at the start of the
season. Addibonal players may be infroduced into a team during the
course of a season but shall not hava played, or bean registered, for any
other team in either division in that league.

All leagues are of 18 ends or 2 hatws duration, with the exception of the
NationalDiv. 1 League which will be a full 21 end game of 3 hours
duration.

In all League games, the jack shall be delivered not placed. If, however,
the jack is dalivered out of the rink the opposing skip has the right o place
the jack. If during a league game the jack is put out of the confines of the
rink the end is considered an end played without penaity.

In view of the time restriction in all wo hour games skips are not allowed
toi-

a) Remain at head whilst opposing skip bowis first wood.

b) Folow wood down rink when played.

¢} Inspact head.

In a mixed league team at least one playing member must ba of the
opposite sex.

A lsague maich may not be postponed. Rule 9 fc apply for cancellad
games.

Whan a Fours league game is played with aeither or both teams one player
short, the lead and two of the offending team(s) shall use three woods
aach. i the missing player afrivas, and is ready 1o play, before the siart of
the third end, he may start play and the game will then proceed as normal.
If the missing player does not join the play before the start of the third end,
tha offending team(s) shal continue with one playar short and shail lose
25% of its score Y0 the nearest whole number, a half being counted as
ona.

Showd a league team fail to atiend the game will be conceded o the
non-offending side and 3 points plus 10 shols awarded. The defaulting
team will be rasponsible for the cost of the rink.

If play is stopped becausa of an emergency oulside our control, tha result
wil stand if 5 or more ends have baen played,

The bell will be rung 5 minutes before the end of the session after which
no further end may be commenced.

Owing fo the great cost of the indoor jacks it is the responsibility of the
skip to retum the jack and fo put the complated score-card in the box
provided.

National Competitions will take priority, so it may, therefore, be necessary
lo change league or other games fo another rink, and it is hoped all
players will co-operate if the occasion should anse.

Captains are to nolify the Hon. League Secretary of any additions to their
playing sfrength not on the original league regisiration list

Any player compeling must be a cument member of Farnborough

Recrealion Cenire and the Bowling Club.

Players taking part in fhe first game will constilute the team, after which

one subsiiiute only may be used by any one ieam, and any such

substitule shoukd be advised o the respeclive Compefiticn Secratary
within 24 hours of the game being playad.

Compstitors must put their Bowls Club number on the back of the score

card.

a} SINGLES - First fo the number of shots approved by the E1BA_or
E.W.LB.A., as appropriate, or two hours™ duration. Finals o be played
to the winner achieving the required number of shois.

b} PAIRS - TRIPLES - RINKS - Games io be of 18 ends or 2 hours'
duration except Sanior 2-woods Triples which is played to 21 ends or
2 hours whichever is the sooner.

FINALS - Full game 1o be played.

c) DRAWN GAMES - In the event of a drawn game the competitor with
the most winning ends be declared the winner. If this does not
produce a winner, score al previous endt to count.

In view of the time restinction in all two hour games skips are not allowed

to-

a} ramain at head whilst opposing skip bowls firsi wood.

b} follow wood down rink whan played.

c} inspecthead.

d) no inal ends for 2 hour duration games.

Note: Rule 5{c) does not apply 1o Singles Competitions.

If jack is sent out of the rink - end to be replayed.

Jack must not be dedivered after 5 minutes before completion tima.

Winners of Men's Competitions qualify for County play ofi.

Games may be played before the scheduled date with approvai of

Opponent and Competition Secretary. The cost to be the responsibility of

the player requesting the changs.




10. CONCEDED GAMES - The respective Compalition Secretary must be
notified immediately concession is known. The cost of an unused rink is
the responsibility of the defautter(s).

11. Compefition must ba commenced within 10 minutes of starting time
otharwise conceded. Should, at this time, any team be without the full
compiament, they shall forfeit the game. Dafaulters to pay the cost.

12. Competition Committee shall consist of respective President, Competition
Sacrelaty and one other,

LEAGUE NOTES
Each team has its own scorecard for recording the result of each end played.

The names of players in your team must be entered on the LEFT-HAND side of
the scorecard, and the names of the opposing team on the RIGHT-HAND side.

It is advisable to compare scorecards regularly during the game, so that any
discrepancies can be cormecled at an early siage.

When signing the scoracard at the end of the game, please chack that ail
detalls are correct - this will assist greatly the League Supervisors in
determining the result, thus ensuring accuracy in the compilation of the League
Tables.

Signed scorecards must be placed in the rack provided behind the Green
Stewards' Table, at the and of each game.

Any querias regarding the accuracy of the published League Tables should be
directed, in writing, to the League Secretary.

LOCKERS

Lockers may be hired from Des and lvy Hogsflesh at a cost of £2 50 per
annum, plus a 50p deposit for new keys. They will endsavowr o altend as
many of the opening sessions as possible during the first few weeks of the
season, for the purpose of atlocaling lockers.
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LEAGUE ENTRIES FOR 1992/94 SEASON

Leagus entry forms wilt be available in the Bowls Hall from mid-February. It will
ba the responsibility of Team Caplains to obtain a form and submit it, together
with ihe appropriate fees, to the League Secretary by the closing date. Please
note that Entry Forms will not be sent out o individuals.
