75.19 Welcome and Public Session.

The Chairman welcome members there being no partners or Parishioners present moved to the next item of business.
76.19. Apologies for absence. 

PC Alan Ambrose (West Mercia Police), Flight Sergeant Kenny Hewitt (RAF Shawbury)
Cllr Mrs S Bartram (holidays), Cllr R Wright (holidays), Cllr Mrs L Bearman (family commitments) and Cllr P Farmer (6 months leave of absence). The apologies were accepted.
77.19. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None.
78.19. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 25th June 2019.
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr Mrs S Planton seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
79.19. Matters arising from the minutes: None.
80.19. Ollerton Pound.
Cllr K Newby has been involved with a lot of following up with Shropshire Council around the land owners obligations to resolve outstanding clearance and making good of the pound as a listed structure. No actions by the landowner have been forth coming the issue will again be raised with Shropshire Council at the end of August 2019
81.19. Old Tip & Pump House at Wistanswick. 
1. Tip at Wistanswick: Members agreed that the Clerk investigate costs ready for resolving the works required for the fencing and gate at the site.

2. Old Pump House site Wistanswick: Members agreed to approach the Community Champions group via Cllr R Wright to clear vegetation at the site so Cllr K Newby could get access to measure up for drawings for a landscape scheme.
82.19. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Planton updated Members in terms of the newsletter in the absence of Cllr Mrs S Bartram. Some more articles are required for the next addition and some additional adverts as it stands it may well be a ‘light’ edition.

83.19. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

Some positive progress is being made with Keele University in terms of the site,  around thirty Parishioners attended the recent public consultation relating to the site. The Task Force meeting is the 6th September 2019 in the morning at the Parish Hall followed by a meeting on the A41. 

84.19. Neighbourhood Plan update.
Cllr Mrs S Planton, Cllr P Butters and the Clerk had met with Shropshire Planners in terms of the Neighbour Plan and reported back to the Parish Council on the constructive talks. There remained outstanding issues to any final agreement that are being addressed through proactive dialogue between the Parish Council and Shropshire Council to try and resolve to allow the referendum to proceed. This will lead to a later report to Shropshire’s Cabinet meeting.
85.19. Cemex Quarry.
Members noted the observations made by Cllr D Moore with reference to the site.
86.19. Cemetery developments.

The contractor levelling and weeding the site had a small area to complete.
Cllr P Waters and Cllr K Newby would undertake the cutting back of the rear hedge over the next 6 months.

Members agreed that the Clerk seek quotes from the Probation Service for the clearing out of dead wood, tree ivy and a small tree from the boundary hedge with the Church Cemetery ready for under planning of hedge row species.

The location of the public notice board and an area with slabs for the bins were agreed at the entrance to the site.

In terms to policies, procedures and fees members unanimously agreed to approach SALC and Wem Town Council to provide a locum service to cover the production of these items during the Clerks illness. This to be overseen by the Chairman and Vice Chairman and any final agreement and cost to delegated to them in consultation with the Clerk reporting back to the October 2019 Parish Council meeting.
87.19. Highway Matters.
Members agreed to place road safety improvements within an updated Place Plan for the following areas. Eaton upon Tern to Ollerton, Stoke on Tern to Wistanswick, Rosehill Road and Warrant Road Stoke Heath.  

88.19. Lottery Project. 
The ‘Community Champions’ Lottery Project is work in progress and the groups will be asked to submit invoices for their activity, training and development to date which will be presented at the next meeting for payment. The fledgling new groups will also be contacted to see how their activities and structures are progressing. 
89.19. Financial Matters  
1. Conclusion of 19/20 Audit: Members received notices for the conclusion of the audit for 19/20 for their notice boards. The External Auditor has raised no issues with the returns which will be published on the web site before the next meeting of the Parish Council.
2. Street Lighting Survey: Member received and agreed the Street Lighting Survey the cost of which would need to feature in the 20/21 budget/precept at £3,000.00
