UK Power Networks have asked us to assist with getting a message to parishioners about their Priority services register. This is as register of all those people who for one reason or another who may need extra help during a power cut including the elderly, parents with young children and those who are medically dependent on electricity.

Obviously when a power cut happens , UK Power networks will do their best to try and get as many peoepl back on to power as quickly as they can . In order to identify those who are particularly at risk without power, they would like to ask people to register on their Priority Services Register. This does not necessarily mean that UK Power networks will be able to get power restored any more quickly to that person however it will enable them to issue the person with 

· A priority number that they can call 24 hours a day if they have a power cut 

· Regular text messages or phone updates during a power cut 

· Extra support from our partners, such as the British Red Cross, to visit their home during an emergency (we’ll check with them first)
