· The Chairman Councillor T.W. Scott welcomed everyone to the meeting.

· The Chair welcomed Mike Evens and Alistair Kidd, out- going and prospective replacement for play area inspection. Councillor Scott once again expressed his condolences on behalf of the Council at the recent death of Mrs Evens. 

· After a discussion on the way forward after Mr Evens’ retirement, it was agreed that Mr Huggins liaise with him and organise a meeting for the Play area Committee with both Mr Evens and Mr Kidd.

· The Chair thanked Mr Evens and Mr Kidd for their attendance and he thanked Mr Evens for his hard work over the years.

Minutes of the last meeting were approved unanimously.

Matters arising

Councillor Mrs Haddow raised the issue of the plaque at the planter on Grange Road. It had been agreed at the death of Dr. Mc Phun that at an appropriate date a plaque would be placed on the plinth in memory of Mike as founder of Shilbottle in Bloom. It would seem appropriate to do this in the Spring which would be 20 years after the start of the initiative.
Councillor Aitchison stated that the hedges on Percy Road had been cut by Northumberland Estates.
The Clerk informed the Council that Alnwick Medical Group had responded to his request for a meeting, but as yet no date had been set.
The Clerk asked for a consensus from Councillors for charges for copy of Audit Report. It was unanimously agreed to levy a £10 charge.
Following a card from Councillor Mrs Haddow to the Rev. Helen O’ Sullivan, she met with Councillors for coffee.
