It was noted that we will need to obtain permission from the PCC before carrying out this work.

The Clerk informed members that a quotation has been received from npower who say they can reduce our gas supply costs if we switch to them.  The Clerk was instructed to obtain comparison costs from Gas, Electric and Telephone providers for consideration at the next meeting.

It was noted that we do not receive many requests for placing adverts and any requests are usually made from people in our parish.  It was RESOLVED not to charge for small adverts in the newsletter.
