1. Apologies and Attendance –

2. Declarations of interest – both Mr A Howard and Ms P Girdham declared their land ownership within the parish

3. Minutes of the previous meeting approved - the minutes were approved.

4. NP Vision statement to be discussed and agreed upon - a discussion took place regarding the two proposed vision statements that Mr R Ashton had sent to all members for comment, Mr G Kirk made some suggestions on what to add and which vision statement may be the more preferable. Mr G Kirk will send out a new proposed vision statement for the group to approve.

5. Open event discussion/ plan

a. Confirmation of date and time of the event - it was confirmed that the event will be held on 16th July 11-1.30 at Ranby Village Hall.
b. Photos of Parish - Mr C Brash had sent Photos of the parish, which the group thanked him for and to W Holtam for the photos of the barracks. Mr G Kirk stated these would be extremely useful and he had enough photos now.
c. Allocation of duties on the day – Mr G Kirk stated that there would be six display boards on the day, which will allow and encourage people to make comments and put their thoughts down. There will be a number of exercises for parishioners to complete including: Best views, best open spaces & where new houses could be allocated. W Wilson has been contacted to provide two large maps, which A Lilley will pick up. G Kirk went onto state that he would have photos of the parish on the boards to bring local interest to the displays. G Kirk asked that there be eight tables out for the event and he would bring everything else that would be needed for the event. Gary went onto to ask that there be two volunteers on the reception so that all attendees can be recorded, he stated it would be good if there could be another volunteer to explain what the event is all about. One volunteer will then be needed on each exercise if possible. It was suggested that name badges be produced so that attendees know who to ask for help/info on the day. G Kirk asked that members arrive at about 10.45 so that he can explain how the day will pan out. Once the event is over G Kirk will formulate a report of the outcomes.
d. Refreshments/ food – A Lilley is still trying to get a ‘burger van’ for the day.
e. Advertising - G Kirk had produced a leaflet for the group to approve/alter. All were in favour of it, W Holtam agreed to print, and the group will distribute around the parish.
