(a) 18/22/0011 Change of use of holiday/annexe tied property into 1 No. residential property with change of use of land to residential and alterations to access arrangements at Knights Barton, Halse
After discussion, it was agreed to support the application
(b) Monthly Report
It was noted that SWT Enforcement had advised that a planning application for new works was to be submitted rather than an application of retrospective works following an investigation of a potential planning breach within the village
The was no known date for SWT’s appeal to be heard in respect of Birch Cottage
The developers had advised that an application had been submitted in respect of the proposed Solar Farm at Preston Farm and this was awaiting validation. A site meeting is to be arranged once the application process is formally started.

	Environment and Transport 
(a) Highways 
(i) Monthly Report
No matters to report, other than a forthcoming road closure at Ash Priors

(b) Footpaths Monthly Report
A report circulated by Cllr J Stevens reported on two new matters:
i) Damage to bridge on bridleway T13/4, from Wood End to Stallenge Farm. Reported 17/8/22.
ii) Overgrown footpath T13/23 running from Chapel Leigh Farm to Tugwell. Reported 24/9/22 
Five other matters remain unresolved, having been reported to SCC.
A potential missing sign near to the convergence of T13/14 and T13/15 is to be investigated

(c) Village Hall Car Park
It was resolved that if minuted conformation is received from the Village Hall Committee, the Parish Council will sign the wayleave agreement in respect of the proposed pole to be sited in the car park by Western Power. Negotiations as to the terms of the wayleave to be dealt with by the VH Committee and Western Power direct.
(d) Electric Vehicle Charging Point (EVCP)
Chair reported that a grant application had been submitted and the outcome awaited. The matter is be reviewed once the decision is advised. Thanks were expressed to the Chair for the work undertaken to date.

1. Current position
The only movement on the General Fund were some previously approved payments and the receipt of the Footpath/Churchyard grants from SWT of £880.00, making the General Fund balance at 5 October 2022 being £6.084.69.

(c) CIL Grant Application
It was noted that a proportion of the CIL monies held is close to the 5-year limit by which time the Parish Council should have spent it. The possibility of giving notice of a proposed project for which the monies are to be used is to be checked with SWT prior to the deadline.
If the EVCP grant was successful then the balance of the monies could use part of the CIL monies held. In addition, the village Defibrillators are due for renewal of the lease from South West Ambulance Service. This was a further use to be considered though Halse Support Fund is to be approached to see if it could finance both defibrillators
