Speeding on Acton Hill Road was discussed. It was explained that the road was not suitable for installation of a SID. There is not a sufficient length of straight roadway for the SID to work properly.
The junction of Stych Lane and Acton Hill Road  is dangerous and traffic needs to go round the grass triangle. A resident emphasised the need to robustly object to the SSDC Plan and reject site 036C as this would only be the first stage of a development along Acton Hill Road. It was explained the Pariah Council had objected and spoken at the public hearings with the Planning Inspectorate who are evaluating the Local Plan. The change in Planning policy under the current government makes it challenging to get the site removed from the Plan.

25.0127   Matters Arising      
a) Bednall Car Park.  Awaiting a transfer document from the vendor’s solicitor for purchase of land so that it can be signed. Friends of Bednall hope to install planters once the land is transferred and the Car Park open.
b) Speed Indicator Devices.  Poles installed. Purchasing solar panels to fit to the SIDs. We are very close to completion.
25.0128 County Councillor report – Craig Humpreyson

 Although there is a blackspot at the junction of Stych Lane and Acton Hill Road, there have no actual reported collisions in the last 5 years. It was asked if the white lines could be remarked. A culvert in Common Lane has been found to be collapsed but now considering installing a pipe to bypass the culvert.  More manholes have been cleared.

25.0129 District Councillors Report   Cllr A Adams.
The proposed erection of a stable block in Mill Lane is being called in. The District Council has submitted its preferred arrangement for the Local Government Review. This would link Stafford Borough and South Staffordshire Council with Tamworth. Looking at costs for South Staffs to trim the trees in Hempits Grove.
25.0130 Parish Plan 
a) Community Centre & Recreation Field. 

 A lot improvement work going on. The new barrier for the car park is installed. The Social Group is funding an Overhead Projector and Screen and New Speakers for use in the Main Hall. The Parish Council agreed to purchase the equipment with the help of the Social Group.as a benefit to the community. Alternative insurers are being investigated for the Hall and the recreation field. Income is increasing.
b) Website & Communication.

c) Environment and Climate Change.

BKV.  Nothing planned. The planters in the village are looking very good and the Parish Council expressed its appreciation of the work of Malcolm Nicholas.

A second draft of the Neighbourhood Plan had been circulated and is now considering statutory requirements.  It needs to add more information on environment and on the history of the Parish.
