220101 Attendance and apologies for absence – as above
220102 Declarations of Interest. – to be declared as and when one arises
220103 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record.  -  the minutes were proposed by Cllr G Freeman and seconded by Cllr K Walker, Cllr M Merrills duly signed them
220104 Matters arising from minutes – It was noted that Brendan Clarke Smith had been contacted again regarding the doctor’s surgery but no response had been received (A Lilley to chase), A Lilley sent the parishioner wishing to hire the cabin at the Lake, Bassetlaw District Councils contact details.
220105 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – Resignation of D Jackson -  A Lilley to let BDC know that Cllr D Jackson had resigned from the council.
220106 Planning applications – Reserved Matters Application for the Approval of Appearance, Landscaping, Layout and Scale to Erect 300 Dwellings Following P.A. 15/01605/OUT Site Address: Land to North and West of Chestnut Road Langold Nottinghamshire – sent to councillors 13/12/21

220107 Planning Decisions – none
220108 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items: -Cllr G Coe reported that a memorial mason had driven into the cemetery and straddled a pathway which has made a mess of the verges. We do not which company are responsible but A Lilley to send out a generic e mail to ask that no vehicles be taken past the car park. It was suggested that quotes be sought for a barrier to be placed in the middle of the paths to prevent this from happening again. It was also noted that the cover for the ‘Ryan’ families bench had disappeared. A Lilley to try and make contact to let family know. It was also asked that signs be purchased to let parishioners know that Dogs are not allowed in the cemetery unless guide dogs.
220109 Reports from councillors:  - It was reported that the Allotment committee had new people in charge. Environmental health had been in touch with them and given them five weeks to get the site cleared up. This may help with the rat problem in and around the allotments.
2201010 Village Matters – 
a) Football field -  ongoing – T Wells gave an update stating that the council were in agreement to carrying out an asset transfer to the Parish Council. A Lilley to send an e mail stating that the Parish Council are happy to continue the process. The question was raised as to whether the land allocated in the proposed development to recreational use could also be transferred at the same time?
b) Concerns regarding the Fire Station Garage were raised once again. A Lilley to contact Sarah Hird and Beverley Atterton – Sandbrook to state that there was an ‘over intensification of the site’
c) The Queens Platinum Jubilee was discussed. the village will be holding an event on the weekend. Cllr G Coe proposed that the council would make a donation and Cllr K Walker seconded this. A vote was taken and the parish council agreed that they would like to be involved with this and make a donation when costs associated with the event are known (to be on next agenda). Cllr M Merrills also asked for volunteers to help out at the event.
d) The memorial garden committee are to send a letter in asking if the parish council would pay for a Queens Platinum jubilee plaque to be placed in the garden alongside the trees that are to be planted.
2201011 Youth Issues – Service level agreement Carlton Youth club – to be discussed when setting the precept

a) Finance report. – A Lilley gave an overview of the bank balances which were accepted as a true record

c) Precept setting -  the council reviewed the precept budget. A Lilley had given various scenarios with different levels of funding to Carlton Youth Club. It was decided to stick to the decision made in the November meeting and to donate £1k thus reducing the impact on the Parishioners. The precept was set at £47260.
