Often windy in Burnham – bring clamps for cloths and 
weights for leaflets and other light things.  Also often 
chilly, even on a nice day, particularly at the start – bring 
something warm. 
High footfall as in the High Street but a lot of people 
tend to walk straight past – make your stall as eye-
catching as possible. 
Friday market so main customer base is part elderly, part 
holiday makers/day visitors.  Relatively few ‘family 
shoppers’ compared to a Saturday market.
