Easy Chicken Casserole

2 tablespoons olive oil 120ml white wine or chicken stock

4 chicken legs or breasts 1 (400g) tin chopped tomatoes or

1 large onion, peeled, halved and punnet cherry tomatoes or 6 fresh
sliced tomatoes, chopped

4 stalks celery, chopped 2 tablespoons tomato puree

2 carrots, peeled and thickly chopped Pinch salt and freshly ground pepper,
2 cloves garlic, chopped or pressed to taste

1. Heat oil in a heavy pan over high heat and fry chicken until lightly golden.

2. Add onion, celery, carrots and garlic. Move them around the pan before adding the
wine.

3. Turn down the heat, add the tomatoes, tomato puree, salt and pepper. Cover and
simmer on a low heat for 50 - 60 minutes (the longer the better). You could also bake
it in the oven at 180 degrees C, if you prefer. Taste and season with salt and pepper
before serving.

Christian Message January 2015

On the same Friday in 2014 two families moved away from Grafty Green.

As I thought about this I recalled Bishop Trevor’s words at a Deanery lunch in
Lenham during the early months of his ministry in Canterbury. I asked him
how he felt about leaving his work and his friends in Basingstoke.

His reply has stayed with me. “Here we have no continuing city,” he said.
His words were a reminder of Hebrews chapter 13, verse 14, “Here we do not
have an enduring city, but we are looking for the city that is to come.” The
writer of these words was referring to Abraham’s obedience to God in moving
to a country which he did not know. “ He was looking for a city without
foundations, whose architect and builder is God.”

As a familiar song puts it, this world is not our home. We are just travelling
through.

Trusting too much in the things of this world almost always leads to
disappointment and, sometimes, to bitterness. It is natural and good to
appreciate and enjoy the beautiful and good things we have, including our
achievements, but one day, and we have no idea when, they must all be left
behind.

What the Christian faith encourages us to do is to be thankful for the here
and now and enjoy all that we have been given. At the same time it is good
to remember that there is more. God provides us with the wonderful
opportunity of travelling through this life with his Son, Jesus, towards the city
of which he is the architect and builder.

My prayer is that we may, in 2015, hear and heed the words of God, “This is
the way, walk in it.” (Zsaiah chapter 30 verse 21)
