Matters Arising from Minutes.

The Enforcement Officer at SBC advised that a notice has been served on the owner of G & O Mowers Provender Lane regarding the use of the premises to include two residential flats.  However they have received notification from an agent appointed by the owner that an appeal has been submitted against the use of the property to include two residential flats stating that tenants have been in continuous occupation for more than four years. The Parish Council had previously notified the Enforcement Officer that this was not the case as Cllr. Trim had visited the premises approximately two years ago regarding a complaint and the flats in question were then vacant. The Enforcement Officer was therefore contacted again by the PC to confirm Cllr. Trim's statement. This aspect of the case will now be put on hold by the Enforcement Officer pending correspondence from the Planning Inspectorate.  He will then contact the Parish Council who will be able to state their case regarding the flats not being in continuous occupation.  An enforcement notice was also served regarding the removal of containers on the land.  The issue regarding waste tipping on the land has been passed onto the Environmental Agency.
