There were no apologies for absence received.

	Issues raised by members of the public
A local resident emailed the Parish Council to raise concerns over graffiti and racism and discrimination. Councillor Avaei, City Councillor undertook to contact the resident. Members also commented on the crime rate, with car theft, break-ins and burglaries on the increase.

The following issues had also been raised by local residents –
· Grass cuttings left on pavement and steps outside the Rest Centre.
· Steps outside 8 Greenside Avenue grown over with grass.
· Car jammed in between wall and house, 42 Westfield plus pushchair dumped outside.
· Fence down and rubbish dumped on top of it at side of flats, Dene Avenue  (nos. 14-20).
· Cars and van parking on grass opposite Beaumont Terrace
· Flooding in Walter Street. Water runs down from other streets, pooling at far end where drains do not cope.
· Fence down at 4 Cheviot View with rubbish from garden falling into street.

	Housing, Planning, Environment and Highways
· Members considered planning application 2024/1295/01/HOU and had no objection.
· The partial resurfacing of Main Road was welcomed but members felt further work was required.

Airport Consultative Committee
· Taxis now park at BelAir.
· The Red Routewas to be introduced imminently with the Wheatshief Pub car park included in the scheme.
· There had been a lot of complaints regarding the new car park charges.
· Recruitment of Air Traffic Controllers was still a problem.
· The Noise Action committee continued to deal with the same complainants.
· The Airport had been voted one of the best in the UK and also for it’s recycling scheme.
· Resurfacing of the runway was to take place over night between 3 November and 28 March

Issues Raised by Members
· There were no volunteers for maintaining the planters. It was noted that the Community Centre may be able to get Volunteers.
· The next meeting of Parish Councils and the City Council was to be held on 28 November and any issues /concerns should be identified in advance of the meeting.
· A sycamore tree required a limb removed at corner of Walter Terrace and Westfield Avenue.
· Noise from the Laundry on the Industrial Easte was still a problem. Councillor Avaei undertook to discuss this further with the company.
