


	St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held on Tuesday 26th November 2024 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate. 

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllrs Mason, I Penny and Trevennor, Cornwall Cllr Barry Jordan and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor. 

24/34        Apologies: were received from Cllr S Penny.  No Changes of Interest were recorded. 
 
24/35	The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 22nd October 2024, were read, agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman. Matters arising: Cllr Jordan had taken the petition organised by Cllr S Penny for buses to stop in Marshgate to Cornwall Council. They had rejected 20 of the 195 signatures collected, and the minimum number for a petition to be received is 250. Cllr Jordan was also told that the change of route for the buses would be “too expensive”, to which he had replied, citing the number of empty buses not in service that pass through the village.
	 Cllr Trevennor reported that the sign for Otterham at the junction of Marshgate’s main street and “School Lane” had finally been replaced, a year after he reported to Cornwall Council that it was illegible. 

24/36	Planning
a) PA24/08376: Proposed construction of storage building for use in association with tree surgeon/forestry work at East Above Town, Beeny, for Mr Bayliss.  After some discussion the members instructed the clerk to return “no objection” to the application. 
b) General matters relating to planning. None arising.

24/37	Finance
a) The financial statement. The clerk showed the financial statement, which was agreed, and signed by the Chairman, and the bank statement.
Sadly, Lloyds Bank have now announced bank charges, payable by our account, of £4.25 a month plus transaction charges, commencing in January 2025. Cllr Trevennor had put out a general inquiry to other parish councils, asking which banks they used and what type of accounts, and had had a number of replies. Some discussion took place, but it was felt that the number of transactions for the parish council is small, and after the inconvenience and time taken to change the bank account over last time, it would be better to wait and see how much effect the changes have.
b) Authorisation of payments: Cheque no 0018 for £224 was signed for Mr H R Biscombe for cutting the footpaths.
c) The PRECEPT. Some discussion took place, with the members anxious not to raise the precept from last year’s amount. However, with next year being an election year, Cllr Jordan advised they would need an additional minimum of £150 to cover election costs. The Precept was therefore set at £2,432.00.
d) CIL status. Cllr Trevennor clarified the financial status, with the CIL grant payments now amounting to £3,612.74, plus an earlier grant of £495 which must be spent by April 2025 or returned. The later grants carry a spending deadline of 2027. Cllr Trevennor therefore proposed buying a large screen television for the hall, as a community asset, which was seconded by Cllr Langley and agreed nem con. The members felt this was a suitable use of the money, and Cllr Trevennor will look into finding a set which is good value, plus a safe trolley for relocating it around the hall for users.

24/38	Correspondence had been forwarded before the meeting. The clerk had heard from a parish resident who regularly requests a letter of identity so she can claim a pension from a foreign embassy. The Mowesi Marshgate have applied for another tree from the Forest for Cornwall initiative, and asked that they be given approval to site it at the hall near the sessile oak they planted in 2023. 

24/32	Reports. A patch of slimy road surface had recently resulted in an accident to a motorcyclist at Anderton, who was slightly injured when his bike slipped on leaves. Cllr Langley had requested a roadsweeper to come and clear the road, and this had been done.
	A slight leak is being investigated along the water main running between the hall and Alsery Farm; the amount is slight but significant.

	The meeting closed at 8.25pm.
