37.19. Election of Chairman: Cllr R Wright proposed and Cllr K Newby seconded Cllr P Waters for Chairman for 2019/20, members unanimously agreed.
38.19. Election of Vice Chairman: Cllr R Wright proposed and Cllr Mrs S Bartram seconded Cllr K Newby for Vice Chairman for 2019/20, members unanimously agreed.

40.19. Apologies for absence. 

PC Alan Ambrose (West Mercia Police), Flight Sergeant Kenny Hewitt (RAF Shawbury), Cllr P Butters (work) and Cllr P Farmer (family). The apologies were accepted.
41.19. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None.
42.19. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 13th March 2019.
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
43.19. Matters arising from the minutes:
1. HGV deliveries to Ollerton Storage: C/F Cllr R Wright agreed to follow these concerns directly with the business.
2. Warrant Road footpath update: there is a delay in the Probation Service starting footpath clearance.

3. Purchase of M/VAS: this project is delayed until the pole extension works have been resolved with Shropshire Council at the five locations. 

4. A41: still awaiting feedback on traffic counts.

5. Place Plans: Members received an updated consolidated report that had been fed into the Market Drayton and Surrounding Rural Area Place Plan of infrastructure projects.
44.19. Ollerton Pound.
Dr Andy Wigley the Natural & Historic Environmental Manager at Shropshire Council had been in contact with the owners of the Pound who were unable to progress any maintenance of the list structure because of the lambing season. There had been no further contact, Cllr K Newby agreed to follow up the contact again. 
45.19. Old Tip at Wistanswick. 
Cllr K Newby had circulated information to all members in terms of the tip and the old pump house site at Wistanswick. At the tip it’s difficult to open the gate and the pump house site is over grown so that no proper measurements can be taken by Cllr K Newby to design two landscape schemes for project costings. Cllr R Wright agreed to engage the Community Champions at Wistanswick to resolve the gate situation and clear the pump house site, and Cllr P Waters indicated he would also be available to help.
46.19. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Bartram indicated that an editorial meeting is scheduled for next week and items are required for the next edition. Cllr K Newby agreed to follow up on the Millennium Tapestry pictures held in the archive on a disc in terms of a potential feature. 
47.19. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

Members received the alternative Joint Parish Council Master Plan map produced by Urban Vision CIC which was presented to the Task Force meeting on the 12th April 2019. The Parish Council fully endorsed the alternative vision set out on the plan to be formally sent to Shropshire Council when community consultations start in terms of the site. Once the final report is prepared by Urban Vision CIC this will be circulated to members.
48.19. Neighbourhood Plan update.

The Independent Examiner has started work on the Parish Councils Neighbourhood Plan and a response has been forwarded after a number of evidence clarification questions were raised with Shropshire Council and the Parish Council. These initial discussions would suggest the written representation made would indicate that a Public Hearing would not be held. The report from the Independent Examiner is expected before the end of May 2019.  Members further confirmed that in terms of any Assets of Community Value (ACV) that the Parish Council’s position continues to be one of a watching brief.
49.19. Cemetery developments.

Members agreed that two quotes for grass cutting, weed killing, top soiling/levelling of the site, de-stoning and seeding be procured. That in order to expedite the works the Chairman and Vice Chairman in consultation with the Clerk let the most competitive quote/contract received and that members receive via email any updates for comment. 
50.19. Highway Matters.
1. Bryan Cottage Wistanswick: Cllr R Wright updated the Parish Council on the situation in terms of continual damage by vehicles to the wall at Bryan Cottage on the Wistanswick bend. This has been exacerbated by the erosion of the rumble strips, road markings and damaged or missing speed limit signs at key locations from the A41 to the A53.
2. The problem of mud on the road at Mount Lane has been raised several times by a local Parishioner
3. Members were reminded that any blocked drains or gullies could be reported online to Shropshire Council.
4. There remained a large pothole by the bridge on Warrant Road.
51.19. Lottery Project. 
The ‘Community Champions’ Lottery Project will start to evolve the contact with local groups both existing and emerging to develop the events and training programme over the summer.
52.19. Financial Matters 
End of Year: The following items were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman and Clerk on the completion of a successful internal audit. The Accounts for the period 1st April 2018 – 31st March 2019; including Approval of the Accounting Statement and Governance Statement for 2018-19. 

Payments: The payments for approval were tabled and members agreed the amounts for payment set out below. In doing so agreed with the internal auditor’s recommendation to sign off on each SWALEC direct debit amounts for the supply of electricity for the street lights. The amount for April 2019 is £134.04 and May 2019 is £126.02.

53.19. Planning Applications:  
1. 19/01255/FUL - 39 Dutton Close, Stoke Heath: retain their OBJECTION, in that it is considered that the extension remains visually intrusive and is overbearing given its proximity to the plot boundary.
2. 19/00963/FUL – Ivy House Farm, Stoke on Tern: SUPPORT.

3. The Parish Council then discussed again the land at 18 Dutton Close, Stoke Heath 19/00471/REM (15/00415/OUT)

The debate revolved around the lack of any consultation on a management plan for the overall public space within the application site which includes the play park (formally the bowling green) and a need for some urgent constructive dialogue with the applicant via the Planning Authority and interested stakeholders/parties. The Parish Council agreed to pass on the above comment to Shropshire Council.
4. There remained three outstanding applications that the Planning Committee would visit shortly and make their recommendations.
54.19. Correspondence. 
The Parish Council declined a request from Shropshire Mind for a grant in line with their policy of only supporting local groups and is unable to support the flying of an ensign on behalf of the Merchant Navy as the Parish Council does not own a flag pole.  A letter from the local Member of Parliament on better broadband was also circulated amongst the Parish Council.
55.19. Future Agenda items.
Members agreed to email the Clerk the Monday of the week before the next meeting with any items for the agenda.
56.19. Annual Reviews.

1. Members agreed the annual Risk Assessment and Assets Register tabled signed by the Chairman and Clerk and held on file.

The Parish Council resolves that in pursuant of the Public Bodies (Admission to meetings Act 1960, as amended by S.100 LGA 1972) that the press and public are asked to leave the meeting in view of the confidential nature of the remaining items of business to be transacted, which include discussions on employment and enforcement matters.
2. The Chairman and Clerk signed off on the Clerks new contract

3. Members agreed to forward a potential Enforcement issue to Childs Ercall Parish Council
