Apologies and reason for absence:  Borough Councillor Mick Burgess
The meeting was adjourned for the public session
2094.
To confirm Minutes of the Planning Meeting held on 25th August 2010:  Confirmed and 
signed as a correct record.  At this point the Clerk asked for an alteration of the Monthly 
Transaction Statement for June, correcting a date, to be initialled.

Matters Arising: See Clerk's Report.  Cllr Lewis reminded the meeting of the need for the 
Council to be fully consulted on amendments to planning applications after the Councillors 
made it's comments.  The Chairman suggested that he and Cllr. Lewis should meet with the 
Leader of ABC, the Borough Councillor and Martin Vink to explain our concerns.  All 
agreed.

Planning Application:  This application had been circulated to Cllrs before the meeting.


10/01195/AS  Owley Lodge – Application for a garage with garden store/workshop to link to 
house fr full disabled access.  Cllrs. fully supported this application.

Youth Forum update:  Clerk reported that Carol Morton of ABC had arranged for four 
Thursdays of Brazilian for the 12-10 year olds but on the first Thursday 6 10 year olds had 
attended.  Clerk had received e-mail form Carol.  Ian Brooks would up date her on the result 
of the other sessions together with names for a Youth Forum.  Carol hoped that a 
Neighbourhood Youth Forum 'Hub' in Tenterden would be formed which would include 
Wittersham.  After a short discussion Cllrs. expressed their concern over this suggestion and 
agreed that Clerk should ask that the youngsters be approached once again, preferably by 
meeting them off the buses.  It was agreed that the MUGA should be placed near to the 
existing play area on the land by Woodland View.  Clerk to inform Carol.  It could still be 
possible to have something on Coronation Field.

Fencing on land at Woodland View update: Clerk reported that she had not heard back 
from KCC with regard to vehicles crossing The Village Green to the fenced off area.  The 
cost of the Grazing Licence was £125 per year.  A reply had been received from Terry 
Mortimer ABC but it was just a copy of a letter sent to Mrs Lewis in reply to one of hers.  
Concern was expressed over this action.  Clerk to reply that the Council was not happy with 
this and was Mrs Lewis ware that her letter had been forward to the Council.

To consider possible sites for Local Needs Housing:  At this point it was agreed to include 
agenda item 13a) here.  The Affordable Rural Local Needs Housing Procedure update:  Cllr 
Lewis thought that this was a good document but it was agreed that Clerk should express the 
concerns of the Council over the fact that it will not be possible to apply in person and there  
will be fewer distribution points.  Clerk to reiterate the need to have a Local Needs Housing 
Survey as soon as possible and for ABC to consider other sites in consultation with the 
Parish Council.  Villagers should be consulted too.

To consider any action that can be taken with regard to the recent vandalism and theft 
in the village and to consider a notice to go in the next issue of Outlook on Oxney:  Cllrs 
had previously been informed of the damage to the donated picnic bench on Coronation Field 
and further damage had been caused to the new paintwork in the Bus Shelter.  A notice to go 
in the Outlook on Oxney had been circulated.  Cllrs agreed to it.  Clerk had asked that the 
PCSO attend this meeting to answer questions but he had not been able to.

To consider the future of the damaged picnic bench on Coronation Field.:  A quote had 
been received for £385.  This was considered too high.  After a short discussion it was agreed 
to consider purchasing a new one in March but in the meantime Cllr Chesson offered to see it 
it could be economically repaired.  Mrs Lewis has previously very kindly offered to sand it 
down.

To consider Concurrent Functions Working Group information: Clerk had received a 
letter from the Working Group asking for further information on our expenditure on the 

Churchyard and Cemetery for the last to financial years which she had given.  The Chairman 
explained that this will only be guaranteed for the next two financial years as within the next 
two years the whole of the borough is very likely to be parished. From the information given 
to the working group some parishes should receive increases but others decreases.  
Wittersham's grant should be increased.
