2. The minutes from the meeting held on 4th August 2015 were approved. Proposed – Councillor Dent. Seconded – Councillor Raine.

3. Matters Arising.	Nil

4. Financial Review.	

a. Bank account reconciled at £435.96. 
b. Cheques signed for invoices received from Carlbeck Hall for rental, £40.00, and from the clerk for his SLCC membership, £48.00.
c. The Notification of Tax Base and Request for Precept was discussed. It was decided to apply for a Precept of £204.00 for 2017/2018, which would be a Band D charge of £4.68. The small increase from £202.00 this year would allow for inflation and changes in tax base. Proposed Councillor White, seconded by Councillor Page.

5. Risk Review.		It has been confirmed that future audit procedures have been finalized. BDO will conduct the audit for 2016/2017 as previously with the returns expected in September 2017. For 2017/2018 and beyond a new system of transparency will apply, whereby the council accounts will be independently audited locally, as at present, and then placed on-line on the council website for public scrutiny. A complaints procedure will be in place should any member of the public contest the accounts.

6. AOB.	

a. The clerk was asked to contact DCC to confirm the likely timing for the planned road patching on the B6277.
b. The clerk was asked to report the BT payphone near Wythes Hill Farm as broken again.
c. DCC is promoting a ‘Do it online” link on their website for reporting potholes, etc. It was decided to put this link on our website as well.
d. [bookmark: _GoBack]DCC had asked councils to discuss any possible emergency procedures within their area, such as flooding or an extreme snow event with a view to keeping an eye on the elderly etc. The general consensus was that this would be difficult to formalize due to the dispersed nature of the parish and that reliance would continue to be placed on good neighbourly relations.
