It would also be providing support with welfare services to enable people to live in their own homes and also provide a pathway for the elderly with supported accommodation.

Finally Cllr. Bilbie referred to the visit of Edward and Sophie to Market Harborough whom he had the pleasure of meeting and the Royal Garden Party which he attended in May at Buckingham Palace.
