PARISH COUNCIL REPORT
SUMMER 2015

As I write, in very early May, we are reaching the climax of a long Election
campaign at National, District and Parish levels. In the case of the Parish
Council, the result is already known as there were seven candidates for seven
seats: the seven nominated are your previous Parish Councillors, Billy Stanier,
Pat Haig, Hazel Hedges. Derek White, Graham Stewart, Helen Hickman and
Peter Lemagnen. The chairman will be elected at the meeting on 14t May at
7.30pm. In the election for Aylesbury Vale District Council, Whaddon, together
with six other villages: Great and Little Horwood, Thornborough, Nash,
Singleborough and Coombs form the Great Horwood ward. The two candidates
are myself (Conservative) and Alexandra Stubbings (Green Party) who comes
from Little Horwood. The Speaker of the House of Commons is seeking
re-election to the House of Commons opposed only by UKIP and the Green
Party. Traditionally, the three main political parties do not oppose the Speaker.

The best news of the week, undoubtedly, has been the confirmation that the
village will be receiving the £47,000 grant fromm WREN towards our ambitious
plan to renovate the recreation ground.

Milton Keynes rate of completion continues to accelerate, within its own
boundaries on the western side, with details recently available for Kingsmead
South (the bit between Whaddon and Morrison’s) and also alongside Dansteed
Way (H4) and Watling Street. Over its borders into Aylesbury Vale District,
plans have been received for a massive development between Newton Longville
and Bletchley. This is yet to reach the Planning Committee at Aylesbury.

It is noticeable that all the political parties fighting the General Election, are
promising enormous house building programmes, which when translated into
local terms, is bound to maintain the pressure on Whaddon, not only in
housing, but in associated traffic, both during construction and in residential
numbers thereafter.

The Parish Council is arranging in the near future to meet our County councillor
and officers from BCC Highways department to discuss principally the Heavy
Goods Vehicle element of this expansion programme.

I hope that residents will come and have their say at the Annual Parish Meeting
which is the same evening as the Parish Council meeting referred to above i.e.
Thursday 14th May at the Chapel.

WHADDON PLANNING SNIPPETS

AVDC CHANGES THE WAY PLANNING APPLICATIONS ARE DEALT WITH

Government expects local authorities to deal with applications promptly, and in future
AVDC will make decisions within a day or so after the 21 day statutory consultation limit
ends. Extensions of time are unlikely to be granted, with the exception of 'Major'
applications — those being over 10 new houses (Whaddon gets very few of these!)

Yellow site notices will still be posted at the application site, so if you want to make a public
comment, ensure it's made before the expiry date shown at the bottom of the notice, and
preferably do so via the on-line AVDC Public Access site rather than by post or email,
which will take longer to process due to ongoing cost-cutting measures.

Your Parish Council is notified pretty quickly after new applications are registered by
AVDC, and if Councillors deem it to be important it is circulated to those residents whose
email addresses are registered on the village email list. This is probably the quickest way
to receive notification (unless you live close by and the yellow notice appears promptly!)
....S0 if you are not registered to receive village updates, and would like to do so, please
pass your name and email details to Suzanne at ParishClerk@WhaddonBucksPC.org.uk

It is very unlikely that you will be able to speak with a planning officer in future, as all
enquiries will be channelled through a mini 'call-centre' where trained staff will be able to
give advice and answer general enquiries on fees, etc. Other changes will be made to the
AVDC planning system later this year and we will try and keep you updated through the
Whaddon Quarterly.

| am not sure if readers have been following this planning application - 15/00589/APP on
the AVDC planning website, but there was a very interesting flurry of new plans,
information and email exchanges between the planners and applicants during late April
and the upshot is that despite the comments above (regarding extensions!), the
determination date has been extended until 27 May to give the applicants time to
reconsider their options. Whilst your Councillors did not oppose the large rear extension,
they were concerned to preserve and protect the open character of this part of Stock Lane,
and accordingly objected to the garage element that stood almost road-side and well in
front of the recognised front building line. A recent email from the planners to the
applicants includes the important sentence:

"Therefore, unless the garage is either relocated to the side of the dwelling and no further
forward than the front of the house, or alternatively removed altogether, | will have no
option but to recommend refusal of the application"

As | write this, nothing further has appeared on the website, so clearly the applicants are
considering their options, and may come back with amended plans that will require
re-consultation.

MK WESTERN EXPANSION AREA

A recent meeting of the WEA Steering Group, (your P.C. is a member) received brief
presentations from four national house building companies, who have recently submitted
detailed planning applications for the first phases on this major development area that will
eventually house some 20,000 people. On-site infrastructure works continue at a pace,
and so far 1.5 miles of new roads have been built, and new storm water run-off reservoirs
constructed, sufficient to hold the equivalent of 42 Olympic sized swimming pools.

New housing has already started to appear (the first show home complex) and will
gradually increase before the end of this year, with first residents moving in very early in
2016. To the best of my knowledge, construction traffic has been observing the Not
Through Whaddon approved restrictions negotiated by your P.C. during the early planning
process, as no complaints from residents have been received. If, however, you happen to
follow construction traffic over the coming months that is definitely using Whaddon as a
short cut, please take the company name, vehicle registration number, etc. (a photo would
be even better) and we will report the offence to the Council and main contractor to ensure
it does not recur. We will keep you informed of any future planning related issues that will
impact on Whaddon residents.

BRIARY VIEW

Following a meeting with the Vale of Aylesbury Housing Trust, the doors on the block of
five garages standing alongside the open space play area, have been secured and made
safe. Your P.C. made a strong case for the early renovation of this garage block in order
that they can be brought back into a let-able condition as soon as possible, but as always,
available funding and rental demand are the priority issues as the Housing Trust make
progress on managing the 2000 garages within the district that fall under their control.

We are informed that the garage block will be upgraded and available to let as soon as
possible, and to this end we will continue to chase them!

FUNDING FOR WHADDON RECREATION GROUND
REFURBISHMENT CONFIRMED

The Parish Council was delighted to learn in early May that funding for just
under £47,000 for the refurbishment of the recreation ground has been
granted by the WREN landfill funding scheme.

The proposed new layout of the ground was displayed at an exhibition in the Jubilee Hall
last October, at which approx 75 people completed a questionnaire. From this, the council
was able to demonstrate that the village was in support of the refurbishment and was
prepared to assist with the initial preparation of the site prior to the contractors’ installation
of the equipment.

The Parish Council are now in the process of completing further paperwork and contracts
before any work will commence. Be assured that if we can possibly get the site ready for
use during the summer holidays we will.

Those villagers who offered to be part of the work party to prepare the site will be
contacted by the Parish Council once all the paperwork has been finalised and we are able
to commence site clearance. If you would like to put your name forward to help, please
contact Parish Clerk Suzanne Lindsey on ParishClerk@WhaddonBucksPC.org.uk as your
help will be gratefully received.

The History of the Whaddon Chase Hunt by village resident Derek White

Although it is a subject people do not wish to talk about these days, Whaddon was a hunting
village and the Whaddon Chase Hunt was probably one of the top hunts in the country.

Before the First World War there
were fields of over a hundred riders
on most hunting days. The Squire,
Mr Selby Lowndes at Whaddon Hall,
owned the hunt and at that time Mr
Bentley was huntsman, and my
Great Grandfather, William Hopkins,
was first whip and head kennel man.
On the retirement of Mr Bentley

as huntsman, Great Grandfather was
promoted to huntsman and carried
the horn (a term still used in hunts
today) until the outbreak of the First
World War. He was farming at Home
Farm with his two sons who went into the army, and so he had to give up his hunt duties to run the
farm.

The hounds (they are always called hounds and not dogs) were kept in the kennels which were
situated at the bottom of the hill below Kennel Lane. The new bungalow there is still known as The
Kennels. Iron gates stood between the lodges at the top of Kennel Lane and at the end of a
hunting day, when Great Grandfather reached the gates with the hounds, he blew his horn long
and loud to let the kennel man know to get the food ready and to be ready to treat any lame or
injured ones. The horses would return to Whaddon Hall mews to be groomed and fed.

The hounds were kept at Whaddon until 1939 when they moved to Ascott House at Wing, and
they hunted from there until the coming of Milton Keynes when the lack of open countryside forced
a merger with the Bicester Hunt and the hounds were moved to Stratton Audley where they are
still housed today.

| have a picture dated 1889 of the Whaddon Hunt on Church Hill with Mr Bentley as huntsman
and Great Grandfather as first whip plus Mr Selby Lowndes and his wife who was riding side saddle
as all ladies did in those days .

Additional information by WQ Editor: Many years ago all the land
in Whaddon was owned by the Selby Lowndes family and it was this
family that started the Whaddon Chase Hunt in 1890.

There were 60 horses stabled at Whaddon Hall and all the hounds
were kept at the kennels across the road to Vicarage Road. The
country was hunted under the master ship of the Selby Lowndes family
from before 1750 until 1920. The Selby Lowndes family and the
Rothschild family were part of the Whaddon Chase Hunt, but keeping
the horses and hounds became difficult, so just before the war they
were moved to Wing by the Rothschild family.

In 1986 The Bicester Hunt merged with the Whaddon Chase to form
the Bicester Hunt with Whaddon Chase. Situated to the south and
east of the village are the remains of the Whaddon Chase, a medieval William Selby
hunting forest. This former hunting forest originally covered an area of Lowndes Senior
22,000 acres and included woodland, heath and common land as well as a monastery, hermitage,
ponds and a warren. South of the village lay Queen’s Park, a medieval deer park. The Chase was
largely cleared for agriculture in the 19th century but small areas of historic broadleaf ancient
woodland still survive. Some of the historic rides and boundaries of the Chase are reflected in the
lines of the present day hedgerows.

This book generated mixed feelings amongst
us although most of us thought it was very different and generally interesting.
Our next book, Her Fearful Symmetry by Audrey Niffenegger was a bit of a strange one
too!! One member felt that there was a good story in it but that it was a bit weird and
wonderful. Another felt it a bit creepy!! When Elspeth Noblin dies she leaves her apartment
and all her belongings to her twin nieces whom she had never met — that is until they arrive
to take up residence! Her ghostly wanderings are picked up by Valentina, or Mouse, as she
is known to her twin. The neighbours too are a bit dysfunctional, but will it all work out as
Elspeth had hoped?

It's not a formal classroom course
and is designed to answer your questions about CPR and AEDs, give basic
instruction and create confidence in using the AED.

Please make every effort to come along — two hours out of your life could
help you to save the life of a family member or neighbour - your wife,
husband, partner or child. The evening is open to anyone over the age of 11.

PRACTICAL TRAINING

We have also secured a grant from the British Heart Foundation, which has
provided us with a training pack of 10 Resusci-Annie dolls, which means that we can
now offer Whaddon residents practical training in Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation
(CPR).

Creative Coach: thoughts
from my comfy chair

Listening, really listening to someone is a great way
to slow yourself down, and helps you process your
thoughts carefully when communicating. At the same
time, you give the other person a precious gift: time. We all think we listen, and
know how to listen. With a little thought and mindfulness, we can use our listening
skills even better.

So, what is good listening, and what does it achieve? Being an effective listener is a
vital skill for everyone, including a coach. The best listeners I've personally
experienced make me feel as though they have all the time in the world to listen to
me and let me do the talking. I feel valued, respected and safe in the company of a
good listener.

Here are some of my thoughts which are applicable to listening to anyone, at any
time.

Don’t....

assume anything. People are always full of surprises!

judge. No two perspectives of the world are the same. What they see and how
they see it will be different from you. Both are “right”.

be tempted to take their story and tell them about the time you experienced the
same thing. This is not all about you; it's not a competition. If you're busy
thinking about your reply, you’re not really listening.

fidget, look away, talk over or interrupt. This makes people feel at best irritated,
and at worst, disempowered.

Do....

choose your time and place carefully, when you can. The person you

are talking to deserves your full attention, without distractions or feeling that
they are being rushed.

clarify what the other person is saying to make sure you’ve understood
completely. Ask questions.

use the 80/20 rule: if you're really listening properly, they will be talking 80% of
the time, compared to your 20%.

listen with your eyes: look for non-verbal clues to help you understand and
empathise. The other person may not verbalise everything, but body language
speaks volumes too.

ask them what they want. It may be that you're needed as a sounding board,
rather than a fixer.

try closing your eyes (if you're listening over the phone). It may help you
concentrate on what they’re saying without visual distractions; as one of your
senses is removed, another becomes sharper.

embrace the occasional silence. It gives both of you time to reflect and gather
your thoughts. "“Listen” is an anagram of “silent”!

I like this quote from Bryant McGill: “"One of the most sincere forms of respect is
actually listening to what another has to say.”
Wishing you all a summer full of sunshine.

CYBER CRIME

e Keep doors and windows locked when you are asleep or the He
home is empty.

e Use deadlock bolt locks and secure lockable windows as
approved by insurance companies. Your locksmith should
be approved too - by trade body The Master Locksmiths
Association (MLA).

VALUABLES

e Jewellery and essential paperwork should be kept in a wall-
mounted safety box.

e Tell your insurer about any individual items worth more
than £1,500.

GARDEN SHEDS

e Up to a third of shed owners have suffered a break-in.
With contents typically worth £600 they should be fitted
with a quality padlock.

e Shed alarms can be purchased from DIY stores and
garden centres and emit a loud noise if the padlock is
tampered with.

e Another idea is anti-tamper screws - these can be used
on doors and hinges, etc. and prevent the screws from
being undone.

e Property mark your tools and equipment with your postcode and house number,
