Dear Councillors

I have kept you all up to date during this very difficult period. The Chair, Vice Chair and myself have been in constant consultation with our County Councillor, NALC and County officials. The village has looked very colourful throughout the summer and apart from the odd incident there has been little vandalism.
The police information van has been evident in the village on some Friday mornings, but they have not reported any major concerns.
There have been requests for plots, funerals and headstones throughout the pandemic but everything, apart from one incident has passed smoothly.
The Audit was completed – you all received copies of the accounts in April –  and were asked to contact me if there were any problems over the Audit statement. The Assett Register was completed. We still need the Risk Assessment updated, that is a priority for October.  I shall contact Clive.
Banking and finances are up to date and a full summary will be given at the next meeting, once we have confirmation that the Precept is in the account.
I now have confirmation from NALC as to how we can proceed with meetings. I have checked NALC ‘ S Website, and although they are recommending remote/distanced meetings we are allowed to meet as a Council.   At the present time the Haven Room has passed as compliant for 11 people. The Govt. has stated no more than 6 people meet for social gatherings. This does not affect meetings in the workplace and we qualify in the latter category.
