Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting, 
held on Monday 12th November 2018, 7.30pm - Grinshill Village Hall.

18.87. Welcome, public session and partners updates.
The Chairman welcomed all those present to the meeting. Flight Sergeant Shaughnessy apologised for recent absences due to illness and a specialised NATO exercise. Attention was drawn to various parades to mark the RAF at a 100 and local Remembrance Services. The Flight Sergeant also indicated some intensity of night flying over the next few weeks and that more students would be at the base and therefore available to assist with the projects the Parish Council has identified subject to a site visit and H&S assessment. These are being processed through the Environment Committee and contact with Cllr S Lewis.
The Rev Paul Cawthorne the new Vicar with responsibility for All Saints at Grinshill joined the meeting. The Rev Cawthorne indicated what a very warm welcome he had received from the whole area upon arrival and paid tribute to Parishioners for the upkeep and maintenance of the Churches within their care. In terms of communications the Rev Cawthorne indicated he would undertake to do a summary of the Church Council’s minutes for the web site and was keen to attend the Parish Council meetings when available. The Chairman thanked both the attendees for their contributions and there being no other Parishioners present moved onto the next agenda item. 
18.88. To consider co-options to the Parish Council.

Two vacancies still remain on the Parish Council. A Parishioner has been approached in terms of co-option and information would be provided at the next meeting. The Chairman also agreed to draft a letter from the Parish Council to anyone new moving into the Village as a welcome from the Parish Council.
18.89. Apologies for Absence.
 James Thompson (Sansaw) the apology was accepted.
18.90. To receive Declarations of Interest from Members of the Council.
No Declarations received
18.91. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 10th September 2018.
Cllr P Jones proposed and Cllr A Powell seconded. The Parish Council agreed the minutes unanimously. The Chairman then duly signed the minutes in the presence of Councillors.
	
	

	
	


18.92. Matters arising from the Parish Action Plan and minutes not on the agenda.
1. Parish Action Plan: the following items were agreed:
a. Memorial Plaque:

Sansaw Estate have declined permission to situate a plaque on the Village Hall. Members agreed that the Clerk contact the family to offer alternative locations on one of the three benches or the central notice board within the High Street.
2. Matters Arising: 
a. Blocked drains and gullies

The main concern related to the entrance to the Cricket Club off the High Street which would be reported through to Highways.
18.93. Environment Committee work and budget:

Cllr S Lewis highlighted to members the works carried out within the Village High Street by the unpaid work teams from the Probation Service. The member also raised concerns about the need to protect the verges from large vehicle damage; details of the responsible officer at Shropshire would be forwarded by the Clerk.  The budget allocation remaining for 18/19 stands at £167 for High Street projects. Members agreed to bid for a three year Environment Grant from Shropshire on a 50/50 match funding basis to increase the available resources for projects within the High Street at £900 per year.
In terms of the Hill and Wood the agreed budget still stands at £1,000. Cllr S Lewis highlighted potential projects around signage, guidance for users and a ‘code of conduct’ to be displayed on the notice boards under construction. Some conflict between users has been raised particularly with walkers and mountain bikers. Some suggestions about how to engage particularly with the mountain bike community were discussed through the medium of social media and the role Shropshire Council and the two Estates could play. 
These two distinct work streams are developing through the Environment Committee Action Plan.
18.94. Defibrillator project:

Cllr M Roocroft raised the need for the provision of a defibrillator within the Village. Members agreed to support an approach to BT in terms of the phone box in the High Street for a joint provision of phone and defibrillator, or to request the phone be de-commissioned and the Parish Council take over the kiosk and install a defibrillator. If BT are unwilling to help develop the idea the defibrillator project could be located at the Cricket Club. A provisional budget for 19/20 of £750 has been highlighted for inclusion in the precept. Shropshire Councillor S Jones indicated that the British Heart Foundation still have grants available of £600 that can be applied for and Cllr M Roocroft indicated that the £250 donation held within the budget for a bench could be reallocated to this project. The potential minimal purchase cost could be in the region of £1,500 for the kit with any refurbishment works and ongoing maintenance as additional costs.
18.95. Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL):

Cllr P Jones provided an update to the meeting concerning the Community Infrastructure Levy. There had been numerous letters from Town and Parish Councils regarding CIL and the arrangements and clarification of the process for it. Complaints to Shropshire Council have centred on the fact that there has been no consultation process prior to a decision to geographically ring fence CIL money to Place Plan areas rather than provide CIL money to the Parish in which development occurs. Councillor Jones advised the meeting about the process required to use local CIL money for projects and the assessment of projects against any critical or statutory infrastructure needs in Place Plan areas. He went on to confirm the actions that the Grinshill Planning and Development subcommittee have taken in respect of challenging Shropshire Council changes to CIL arrangements. These included a conference call with the Head of Economic Growth, an email to a number of key Shropshire Council contacts who are responsible for CIL to challenge the changes, and the lobbying of our County Councillor to place Grinshill’s concerns on record. Councillor Jones added that the Planning and Development Sub Committee will continue to lobby Shropshire Council in a bid to ensure that any local CIL money would be used to fund local projects within the Grinshill community.
18.96. Parish Plan update:
Cllr P Jones updated the members in that no further meeting are planned other than a continuation of dialogue with the two estates about potential development ideas. Consultation on preferred sites across the area had gone to a recent meeting of Shropshire’s Cabinet, with an input into the consultation opening in the spring of 2019. The Parish Council unanimously agreed to delegate to Planning and Development the responsibility of responding to Place Plan by mid December 2018.
18.97. Website:
All Members had received an update from Cllr A Powell in terms of the user numbers of the site from the report recently circulated.
18.98. Grinshill Village Hall:
Cllr M Roocroft had circulated an email to all members concerning recent concerns raised by the Village Hall committee. One issue in particular concerned the advertising board at the A49 junction advertising a public house and not a B&B. The Parish Council agreed that contact be made with Kevin Brazier to ask that situation be regularised. 
18.99. Highways:
Cllr T Wycherley updated the Parish Council on outstanding highway matters and would circulate the email about the A49 once received from Cllr Steve Davenport Portfolio Holder for Highways and Transport at Shropshire Council.
18.100. Finance and Audit matters:
