Presentation by Sgt Ram Aston  West Mercia Crime Prevention –“We don’t buy crime – Smartwater Protected”
Sgt Aston outlined the benefits of Smartwater for crime prevention and how it was being rolled out across Shropshire. He would work with Council if they decided to go ahead and help them to achieve good coverage. Each set cost £8.90 plus VAT and the PCC would refund some of the costs dependant on the option of coverage chosen by the Council , ie 80% ,90% or 100%. For example if the Council had 100 houses and achieved 80% coverage the PCC would pay for 20 and PC pay for 60.
