116/18 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/18/00319/FUL – full planning consent for the erection of 2 x 4 bedroom semi-detached dwellings & conversion of barns to form 1 x 3 bedroom dwelling including provisions of parking & access & demolition of barns within conservation area – 9 High St
WP/18/00334/FUL – erect a white uPVC conservatory in the rear garden – 87 Station Rd
WP/18/00336/FUL – garage conversion including the removal of existing garage door & infilling with a window & brickwork, part two storey rear extension, part single storey rear extension & new porch to front elevation – 20 St Crispin Rd
WP/18/00361/LBC – replacement windows to first floor front & rear elevations, & second floor side elevations – 28 West St
Following discussion, it was agreed that a site viewing be requested for application WP/18/00319/FUL due to concerns over the access onto High St.  No comments were required on the other applications received.

117/18 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – no crime figures for June were received. 

118/18 Sports and Leisure Development
It has been confirmed that DWH have agreed to the requested pitch layout modifications requested.  The boundary plan for the land transfer has now been agreed.  It was agreed that a quote for feasibility work relating to the next stage of the development be approved. 

119/18 Grounds Maintenance
(a) It was resolved to adopt the minutes of the Grounds Maintenance Committee meeting held on 19 June 2018 as a correct record.
(b) It was agreed that the Clerk go out to tender for each separate area of ground maintenance to cover the work required for the remainder of the financial year.
(c) The next meeting of the Grounds Maintenance Committee will be held on Tuesday 14 August.  
It was resolved to suspend standing orders to discuss urgent treeworks required.  Following discussion, it was agreed to ask the treework contractor to carry out the necessary works required to the trees on the Rec and big green.

120/18 Pioneer Sports Field
(a) It was resolved to accept the new 10 year lease for Pioneer Sports Field.  EBUFC have agreed to pay the additional legal costs associated with the extended lease period.
(b) Sub-letting of Pioneer Sports Field – EBUFC confirmed that they do not sub-let the Pioneer Sports Field to any other group.  It was agreed that the Clerk advise EBUFC that the use of Pioneer Sports Field by any other group must be approved by EBPC.

121/18 Skate Park Project
It was advised that an initial application for funding has been refused.  Therefore, the costings have been reviewed and a further application has been made for a smaller amount.  New sample designs were presented to the Parish Council and it was resolved to give approval for a design that is wider but shorter than the current ramps.

122/18 Abbey Medical Practice
Following confirmation that the hours of Abbey Medical Practice have been reduced, it was agreed that a letter be sent to the Clinical Commissioning Group.

123/18 Conduct of Parish Councillors
Concerns were raised over whether the conduct of members was inline with the Code of Conduct.  All members were reminded that they must act in a manner as agreed in the Code of Conduct and must ensure that information relating to Parish Council business is secure at all times.  It was agreed that all members need to work together for the benefit of Earls Barton.

124/18 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Proposed Permanent 40mph – Grendon Road – it was agreed to support the proposal.
(b) Planters on The Square – a decision on this proposal has been deferred until more information is received.
(c) Request for 30mph repeater signs on Northampton Road – to be passed to NCC Highways.
(d) [bookmark: _GoBack]Painting of railings in village centre – the Clerk to seek permission from NCC Highways then refer to village maintenance person to carry out the work.

125/18 NCALC/SLCC/ACRE Correspondence
(a) Devolved Services and Parish Council – information paper noted

126/18 Borough Council of Wellingborough Correspondence
(a) Local Plan Proposed Modifications – noted

127/18 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) County Councillor Report – the report was read out by the Clerk.  Cllr Gough declined to answer questions that he considered to be of a political nature.
(b) Earls Barton Library – a request to register Earls Barton Library as an Asset of Community Value has been submitted.  A meeting has been requested with members of NCC responsible for libraries.  NCC has agreed at full council that no libraries will be closed until the outcome of the upcoming Judicial Review is known.
(c) Local Government Reform in Northamptonshire – it was agreed to delegate authority to the Clerk to respond to the consultation, although it was noted that there should be more than one option available in order for the consultation to be effective.
